Now, therefore, be it resolved by the Senate, the House of Representatives concurring: 
 

Section 1.  The General Assembly honors the centennial of the founding of the 
Town of Benson, and honors the memories of its founders. 

Sec. 2.  The Secretary of State shall send a certified copy of this resolution to 
the Town Clerk of the Town of Benson. 

Sec. 3.  This resolution is effective upon ratification.
