SECURITY LAW.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. G.S. 96-14 is amended by adding a new subdivision to read:

"(14) Notwithstanding any other provision of this Chapter, an individual
who voluntarily quits or i1s involuntarily terminated from part-time
employment who, while working part time, also qualified for and was
receiving unemployment benefits, shall not as a result of such
voluntary or involuntary termination, suffer a disqualification for
benefits greater than that imposed as a result of the individual's part-
time earnings."

Sec. 2. This act is effective upon ratification.
