"(7) In determining the staff-child ratio, all children younger than 13 years 6 

shall be counted. 7 
a. Effective until January 1, 1990, the The Commission shall adopt 8 

rules regarding staff-child ratios, group sizes and multi-age 9 
groupings for each category of facility provided that such rules 10 
and regulations shall be no less stringent than those currently 11 
required for staff-child ratios as enacted in Section 156(e) of 12 
Chapter 757 of the 1985 Session Laws. 13 

b. Effective January 1, 1990 until January 1, 1992, staff-child 14 
ratios and group sizes shall be as follows: 15

c. Effective January 1, 1992, until January 1, 1994, staff-child 23 
ratios and group sizes shall be as follows: 24

12-24 mo. 5 10 3 
2-3 yrs. 10 18 4 
3-4 yrs. 12 20 5 
4-5 yrs. 16 20 6 
School aged 19 22. 7 

d. Effective January 1, 1994, staff-child ratios and group sizes 8 
shall be as follows: 9 

 Child Age Ratio Group Size 10 
0-12 mo. 4 8 11 
12-24 mo. 5 10 12 
2-3 yrs. 8 14 13 
3-4 yrs. 10 20 14 
4-5 yrs. 12 20 15 
School aged 15 22." 16
