RATHER THAN A RECENTLY DISCOVERED LOCAL ACT, WHICH HAD 9 
NOT BEEN FOLLOWED, PROVIDING FOR REMOVAL AFTER FAILURE TO 10 
VOTE FOR SIX YEARS. 11

Section 1.  Section 1 1/2 of Chapter 1116, Session Laws of 1965, as amended 13 

by Chapters 576 and 927, Session Laws of 1969, is repealed. 14 
Sec. 2.  This act is effective upon ratification. 15
