AN ACT TO INCREASE THE MEMBERSHIP OF THE ELIZABETH CITY-2 

PASQUOTANK COUNTY AIRPORT AUTHORITY. 3 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

Section 1.  Section 2(a) of Chapter 198, Session Laws of 1987, reads as 5 
rewritten: 6 

"(a) The Airport Authority shall consist of a Chairperson and four; six voting 7 
members, all of whom shall be resident voters of the County of Pasquotank. 8 
Pasoquotank; and three ex officio, nonvoting members, as provided in Section 3 of this 9 
act." 10 

Sec. 2.  Section 2(b) of Chapter 198, Session Laws of 1987, reads as 11 
rewritten: 12 

"(b) Two Three members shall be appointed by the City Council of Elizabeth City 13 
and two three members shall be appointed by the Board of Commissioners of 14 
Pasquotank County.  Same shall be appointed in June of each year.  At the first such 15 
election by the City Council and the County of Pasquotank in 1987, one of the two 16 
members so appointed by each governing body shall be chosen for a term of one year 17 
and the other member for a term of two years.  At the election by the City Council and 18 
the County of Pasquotank in 1990, the two members so appointed by each governing 19 
body shall be chosen for terms of two years. Thereafter each governing body shall 20 
appoint one member in June of each odd-numbered year to serve for a term of two 21 
years, and two members in June of each even-numbered year to serve for terms of two 22 
years.  Vacancies among the appointed members of the Airport Authority shall be filled 23 
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by the governing body who so appointed the prior person to the office then vacant and 1 
said appointee to the vacant seat shall serve the unexpired term." 2 

Sec. 3.  This act is effective upon ratification. 3
