REORGANIZATION, AND TO MAKE CONFORMING STATUTORY 10 
CHANGES. 11 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 12 
Section 1.  Article 7 of Chapter 143B of the General Statutes is amended by 13 

deleting the existing title and substituting "Department of Environment, Health, and 14 
Natural Resources". 15

Sec. 3.  Part 1 of Article 7 of Chapter 143B of the General Statutes is 17 

amended by adding the following new sections: 18

(a) There is hereby created and constituted a department to be known as the 21 

Department of Environment, Health, and Natural Resources, with the organization, 22 
powers, and duties defined in this Article and other applicable provisions of law. 23 
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(b) The provisions of Article 1 of this Chapter not inconsistent with this Article 1 
shall apply to the Department of Environment, Health, and Natural Resources. 2

Section of the Division of Facility Services of the Department of 40 
Human Resources are transferred in their entirety to the Radiation 41 
Protection Division of the Department of Environment, Health, and 42 
Natural Resources. 43 
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(2) There is hereby created a division within the environmental area of the 1 
Department of Environment, Health, and Natural Resources to be 2 
named the Solid Waste Management Division.  All functions, powers, 3

"§ 143B-279.4.  The Department of Environment, Health, and Natural Resources–12 

Secretary; Deputy Secretaries. 13 
(a) The Secretary of the Department of Environment, Health, and Natural 14 

Resources shall be the head of the Department. 15 
(b) The Secretary may appoint two Deputy Secretaries. 16 

"§ 143B-279.5.  Biennial State of the Environment Report. 17 
The Secretary of the Department of Environment, Health, and Natural Resources 18 

shall report on the state of the environment to the General Assembly and the 19 
Environmental Review Commission no later than 1 January of each odd-numbered year 20 
beginning 1 January 1991.  The report shall include: 21 

(1) An identification and analysis of current environmental protection 22 
issues and problems within or affecting the State and its people; 23 

(2) Trends in the quality and use of North Carolina's air and water 24 
resources; 25 

(3) An inventory of areas of the State where air or water pollution is in 26 
evidence or may occur during the upcoming biennium; 27 

(4) Current efforts and resources allocated by the Department to correct 28 
identified pollution problems and an estimate, if necessary, of 29 
additional resources needed to study, identify, and implement solutions 30 
to solve potential problems; 31 

(5) Departmental goals and strategies to protect the natural resources of 32 
the State; 33 

(6) Any information requested by the General Assembly or the 34 
Environmental Review Commission; 35 

(7) Suggested legislation, if necessary; and 36 
(8) Any other information on the state of the environment the Secretary 37 

considers appropriate. 38 
Other State agencies involved in protecting the State's natural resources and 39 

environment shall cooperate with the Department of Environment, Health, and Natural 40 
Resources in preparing this report." 41 

Sec. 4.  Part 3 of Article 7 of Chapter 143B of the General Statutes is 42 
amended by adding the following new section: 43 
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"§ 143B-279.6.  Wildlife Resources Commission–transfer; independence preserved; 1 
appointment of Executive Director and employees. 2 

The Wildlife Resources Commission, as established by Chapters 75A, 113, and 143 3 
of the General Statutes and other applicable laws of this State, is hereby transferred to 4 
the Department of Environment, Health, and Natural Resources by a Type II transfer as 5 
defined in G.S. 143A-6.  The Wildlife Resources Commission shall exercise all its 6 
prescribed statutory powers independently of the Secretary of Environment, Health, and 7 
Natural Resources and, other provisions of this Chapter notwithstanding, shall be 8 
subject to the direction and supervision of the Secretary only with respect to the 9 
management functions of coordinating and reporting.  Any other provisions of this 10 
Chapter to the contrary notwithstanding, the Executive Director of the Wildlife 11 
Resources Commission shall be appointed by the Commission and the employees of the 12 
Commission shall be employed as now provided in G.S. 143-246." 13

Department of Natural and Economic Resources, and the North Carolina National Park, 34 
Parkway and Forests Development Council of the Department of Natural and Economic 35 
Resources are each hereby transferred to the Department of Commerce by a Type I 36 
transfer, as defined in G.S. 143A-6. 37 

(b) All functions, powers, duties and obligations heretofore vested in the 38

Sec. 7.  G.S. 143B-138 reads as rewritten: 9 
"§ 143B-138. Department of Human Resources – functions. 10 

(a) The functions of the Department of Human Resources shall comprise, except 11 
as otherwise expressly provided by the Executive Organization Act of 1973 or by the 12 
Constitution of North Carolina, all executive functions of the State in relation to general 13 
and mental health and health rehabilitation and further including those prescribed 14 
powers, duties, and functions enumerated in Article 13 of Chapter 143A of the General 15 
Statutes of this State. 16 

(b) All such functions, powers, duties, and obligations heretofore vested in any 17 
agency enumerated in Article 13 of Chapter 143A of the General Statutes are hereby 18 
transferred to and vested in the Department of Human Resources, except as otherwise 19 
provided by the Executive Organization Act of 1973. They shall include, by way of 20 
extension and not of limitation, the functions of: 21

(12) The State Advisory Council to the North Carolina Medical Care 34 

Commission, 35 
(13) The North Carolina State Commission for the Blind, 36 
(14) The Blind Advisory Committee, Professional Advisory Committee, 37 
(15) The Vocational Rehabilitation Division, 38 
(16) The Eugenics Board of North Carolina, 39 
(17) The Governor Morehead School, 40 
(18) The North Carolina School for the Deaf, the Eastern North Carolina 41 

School for the Deaf, 42 
(19) The North Carolina Orthopedic Hospital, 43 
(20) The North Carolina Cerebral Palsy Hospital, 44 
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(21) The North Carolina Sanatoriums for the Treatment of Tuberculosis, 1

Sec. 8.  G.S. 143B-344.14 reads as rewritten: 16 
"§ 143B-344.14. Coordinating Council. 17 

(a) The State Job Training Coordinating Council is established within the 18 
Department of Natural Resources and Community DevelopmentCommerce. 19 

(b) Operating funds and staff for the Council shall be supported with funds from 20 
the Job Training Partnership Act. 21 

(c) Adequate office space shall be provided by the Department of Natural 22 
Resources and Community DevelopmentCommerce. 23 

(d) The initial staffing level of the Council and the level of funding support 24 
required shall be determined by the Secretary of Natural Resources and Community 25 
DevelopmentCommerce.  However, the initial staffing level shall not exceed 10 26 
personnel as may be necessary to carry out its functions under this Part  Article and the 27

(3)  Conducting studies, preparing reports and analyses, including an 37 
annual published report to the Governor and General Assembly, and 38 
providing such advisory services as may be authorized or directed by 39 
the Governor. 40 

(4)  Recommending the allocation of Job Training Partnership Act funds 41 
not subject to the seventy-eight percent (78%) that flows directly to 42 
service delivery areas. 43 
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(5)  Recommending program goals to insure job training for unskilled 1 
youth and adults is a matter of the highest priority and encouraging 2 
Service Delivery Areas (SDA's) to reflect these goals in their SDA 3 
plans. 4 

(6)  Developing a long term tracking system to measure the effectiveness 5 
of the Job Training Partnership Act with respect to permanent job 6 
placements. Such a tracking system shall not be less than one year and 7 
shall be implemented by July 1, 1986. 8 

(7)  Insuring compliance with the provisions of Sections 122(b)(7)A and B 9 
and 122(b)(8) of the Job Training Partnership Act no later than May 30 10 
of every year, requiring the following: 11 
a.  Identification of employment and training and vocational 12 

education needs throughout the State; 13 
b.  Assessing the extent to which existing programs are meeting 14 

these needs. 15 
c.  Repealed by Session Laws 1985, c. 791, s. 26.1(b), effective 16 

July 1, 1985. 17 
(8)  Annually measuring the increase in employment and earnings and the 18 

reductions in welfare dependency by SDA resulting from participating 19 
in the Job Training Partnership Act program and reporting those 20 
findings to the Governor and General Assembly. 21 

(9)  Annually reporting to the Governor and General Assembly on funds 22 
expended by each SDA for job training services and the reason service 23 
providers were chosen. 24 

(10) Providing management guidance and review of all State administered 25 
employment and training programs and encouraging compliance by 26 
the SDA's with the goals and purposes outlined by the General 27 
Assembly, the Governor, and the State Council. 28 

(11) Insuring that service delivery area plans are submitted to the General 29 
Assembly within 30 days after received by the Council as prescribed in 30 
Section 105(a)(1)A and B of Public Law 97-300. 31 

(12) Obtaining other information from recipients of Job Training  32 
Partnership Act funds, as requested by the Governor and General 33 
Assembly. 34 

(f) The State Job Training Coordinating Council: 35 
(1)  Shall be appointed by the Governor in a manner consistent with 36 

Section 122 of Public Law 97-300. 37 
(2)  Shall meet at the call of the chairman. A majority of the Council shall 38 

constitute a quorum for the transaction of business. Members shall 39 
receive per diem and necessary travel and subsistence expenses in 40 
accordance with the provisions of G.S. 138-5, 138-6 or 120-3.1, as the 41 
case may be. 42 

(3)  The Council shall have a standing Committee to be known as the Job 43 
Training Interagency Committee. The members of the committee shall 44 
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be the Secretaries of Natural Resources and Community Development 1 
and  Secretary of Commerce, the President of the Department of 2 
Community Colleges, the Commissioner of Labor, and the 3 
Superintendent of Public Instruction or their designees. This 4 
committee shall jointly develop and implement a plan to integrate the 5 
Job Training Partnership Act program  and participants into the 6 
economic development efforts of the State. Such a plan shall make 7 
maximum use of customized training and on-the-job training efforts of 8 
existing, new, or expanding businesses. This plan shall be developed 9 
and implemented no later than February 1, 1986. A copy of the plan 10 
shall be submitted to the President of the North Carolina Senate and 11 
the Speaker of the North Carolina House of Representatives no later 12 
than December 15, 1985. In addition, the Joint Legislative 13 
Commission on Governmental Operations shall review the plan prior 14 
to implementation and  offer suggested changes. 15 

(4)  The Council may create such committees as may be necessary to the 16 
proper conduct of its business. The Governor may establish such 17 
additional advisory bodies, in accordance with existing law, related to 18 
employment and training as may be necessary and appropriate to the 19 
conduct of federally-supported employment and training-related 20 
programs." 21

 "(c) No motor vehicle registered in this State which was manufactured after model 26 
year 1967 shall be operated in this State unless it is equipped with such emission-control 27 
devices to reduce air pollution as were installed at the time of manufacture, provided the 28 
foregoing requirement shall not apply where such devices have been removed for the 29 
purpose of converting the motor vehicle to operate on natural or liquefied petroleum gas 30 
or other modifications have been made in order to reduce air pollution, further provided 31 
that such modifications shall have first been approved by the Department of Water and 32 
Air Resources [Department of Natural Resources and Community Development] 33 
Environment, Health, and Natural Resources." 34 

Sec. 11.  G.S. 20-183.3(a) reads as rewritten: 35 
 "(a) Before an approval certificate may be issued for a motor vehicle, the vehicle 36 
must be inspected by a safety equipment inspection station, and if required by Chapter 37 
20 of the General Statutes of North Carolina, must be found to possess in safe operating 38 
condition the following articles and equipment: 39 

(1) Brakes, 40 
(2) Lights, 41 
(3) Horn, 42 
(4) Steering mechanism, 43 
(5) Windshield wiper, 44 
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(6) Directional signals, 1 
(7) Tires, 2 
(8) Rearview mirror or mirrors. 3 

No inspection certificate shall be issued by a safety equipment  inspection station for 4 
a motor vehicle manufactured after model year 1967 unless the vehicle is equipped with 5 
such emission control devices to reduce air pollution as were installed at the time of 6 
manufacture which are readily visible, provided the foregoing requirements shall not 7 
apply where such devices have been removed for the purpose of converting the motor 8 
vehicle to operate on natural or liquified petroleum gas or other modifications have been 9 
made in order to reduce air pollution, further provided that such modifications shall 10 
have first been approved by the Department of Water and Air Resources [Department of 11 
Natural Resources and Community Development]Environment, Health, and Natural 12 
Resources. 13 

In addition to the items listed above, safety inspection equipment stations shall 14 
inspect the exhaust systems of all vehicles inspected and report the condition of each 15 
exhaust system to the owners or to the persons offering the vehicles for inspection. 16 

The inspection requirements herein provided for shall not exceed the standards 17 
provided in the current General Statutes for such equipment." 18 

Sec. 12.  G.S. 74-51 reads as rewritten: 19 
"§ 74-51. Permits – Application, granting, conditions. 20 

Any operator desiring to engage in mining shall make written application to the 21 
Department for a permit.  Such application shall be upon a form furnished by the 22 
Department and shall fully state the information called for; in addition, the applicant 23 
may be required to furnish such other information as may be deemed necessary by the 24 
Department in order adequately to enforce this Article. 25 

The application shall be accompanied by a reclamation plan which meets the 26 
requirements of G.S. 74-53.  No permit shall be issued until such plan has been 27 
approved by the Department. 28 

The application shall be accompanied by a signed agreement, in a form specified by 29 
the Department, that in the event a bond forfeiture is ordered pursuant to G.S. 74-59, the 30 
Department and its representatives and its contractors shall have the right to make 31 
whatever entries on the land and to take whatever actions may be necessary in order to 32 
carry out reclamation which the operator has failed to complete. 33 

Before deciding whether to grant a new permit, the Department shall circulate copies 34 
of a notice of application for review and comment as it deems advisable.  The 35 
Department shall grant or deny the permit requested as expeditiously as possible, but in 36 
no event later than 60 days after the application form and any relevant and material 37 
supplemental information reasonably required shall have been filed with the 38 
Department, or if a public hearing is held, within 30 days following the hearing and the 39 
filing of any relevant and material supplemental information reasonably required by the 40 
Department.  Priority consideration shall be given to applicants who submit evidence 41 
that the mining proposed will be for the purpose of supplying materials to the Board of 42 
Transportation. 43 
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Upon its determination that significant public interest exists, the Department shall 1 
conduct a public hearing on any application for a new mining permit.  Such hearing 2 
shall be held before the Department reaches a final decision on the application, and in 3 
making its determination, the Department shall give full consideration to all comments 4 
submitted at the public hearing.  Such public hearing shall be held within 60 days of the 5 
filing of the application. 6 

The Department may deny such permit upon finding: 7 
(1) That any requirement of this Article or any rule promulgated 8 

hereunder will be violated by the proposed operation; 9 
(2) That the operation will have unduly adverse effects on wildlife or fresh 10 

water, estuarine, or marine fisheries; 11 
(3) That the operation will violate standards of air quality, surface water 12 

quality, or groundwater quality which have been promulgated by the 13 
Department of Natural Resources and Community Development; 14 

(4) That the operation will constitute a substantial physical hazard to a 15 
neighboring dwelling house, school, church, hospital, commercial or 16 
industrial building, public road or other public property; 17 

(5) That the operation will have a significantly adverse effect  on the 18 
purposes of a publicly owned park, forest or recreation area; 19 

(6) That previous experience with similar operations indicates a 20 
substantial possibility that the operation will result in substantial 21 
deposits of sediment in stream beds or lakes,  landslides, or acid water 22 
pollution; or 23 

(7) That the operator has not corrected all violations which he  may have 24 
committed under any prior permit and which resulted in, 25 
a. Revocation of his permit, 26 
b. Forfeiture of part or all of his bond or other security, 27 
c. Conviction of a misdemeanor under G.S. 74-64, or 28 
d. Any other court order issued under G.S. 74-64. 29 

In the absence of any such findings, a permit shall be granted. 30 
Any permit issued shall be expressly conditioned upon compliance with all 31 

requirements of the approved reclamation plan for the operation and with such further 32 
reasonable and appropriate requirements and safeguards as may be deemed necessary 33 
by the Department to assure that the operation will comply fully with the requirements 34 
and objectives of this Article.  Such conditions may, among others, include a 35 
requirement of visual screening, vegetative or otherwise, so as to screen the view of the 36 
operation from public highways, public parks, or residential areas, where the 37 
Department finds such screening to be feasible and desirable.  Violation of any such 38 
conditions shall be treated as a violation of this Article and shall constitute a basis for 39 
suspension or revocation of the permit. 40 

Any operator wishing any modification of the terms and conditions of his permit or 41 
of the approved reclamation plan shall submit a request for modification in accordance 42 
with the provisions of G.S. 74-52. 43 
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If the Department denies an application for a permit, it shall notify the operator in 1 
writing, stating the reasons for its denial and any modifications in the application which 2 
would make it acceptable.  The operator may thereupon modify his application or file an 3 
appeal, as provided in G.S. 74-61, but no such appeal shall be taken more than 60 days 4 
after notice of disapproval has been mailed to him at the address shown on his 5 
application.

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No project for the protection and development of forests proposed by any such 1 
corporation shall be undertaken without the approval of the Secretary of Natural 2

(1) The Secretary of Natural Resources and Community Development 4 
shall have received a statement duly executed and acknowledged on 5 
behalf of the corporation proposing such project, in such adequate 6

"§ 113-229. Permits to dredge or fill in or about estuarine waters or state-owned 42 
lakes. 43 
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(a) Except as hereinafter provided before any excavation or filling project is 1 
begun in any estuarine waters, tidelands, marshlands, or state-owned lakes, the party or 2 
parties desiring to do such shall first obtain a permit from the Department of Natural 3 
Resources and Community Development.  Granting of the State permit shall not relieve 4 
any party from the necessity of obtaining a permit from the United States Army Corps 5 
of Engineers for work in navigable waters, if the same is required.  The North Carolina 6 
Department of Natural Resources and Community Development shall continue to 7 
coordinate projects pertaining to navigation with the United States Army Corps of 8 
Engineers. 9 

(b) All applications for such permits shall include a plat of the areas in which the 10 
proposed work will take place, indicating the location, width, depth and length of any 11 
proposed channel, the disposal area, and a copy of the deed or other instrument under 12 
which the applicant claims title to the property adjoining the waters in question, (or any 13 
land covered by waters), tidelands, or marshlands, or if the applicant is not the owner, 14 
then a copy of the deed or other instrument under which the owner claims title plus 15 
written permission from the owner to carry out the project on his land. 16 

(c) In lieu of a deed or other instrument referred to in subsection (b) of this 17 
section, the agency authorized to issue such permits may accept some other reasonable 18 
evidence of ownership of the property in question or other lawful authority to make use 19 
of the property.

An owner may file written objections to the permit 42 
with the Department for 30 days after he is served with a copy of the application.  In the 43 
case of a special emergency dredge or fill permit the applicant must certify that he took 44 
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all reasonable steps to notify adjacent riparian owners of the application for a special 1 
emergency dredge and fill permit prior to submission of the application.  Upon receipt 2 
of this certification, the Secretary shall issue or deny the permit within the time period 3 
specified in (e) of this section, upon the express understanding from the applicant that 4 
he will be entirely liable and hold the State harmless for all damage to adjacent riparian 5 
landowners directly and proximately caused by the dredging or filling for which 6 
approval may be given. 7 

(e) Applications for permits except special emergency permit applications shall 8 
be circulated by the Department of Natural Resources and Community Development 9 
among all State agencies and, in the discretion of the Secretary, appropriate federal 10 
agencies having jurisdiction over the subject matter which might be affected by the 11 
project so that such agencies will have an opportunity to raise any objections they might 12 
have.  The Department may deny an application for a dredge or fill permit upon finding: 13 
(1) that there will be significant adverse effect of the proposed dredging and filling on 14 
the use of the water by the public; or (2) that there will be significant adverse effect on 15 
the value and enjoyment of the property of any riparian owners; or (3) that there will be 16 
significant adverse effect on public health, safety, and welfare; or (4) that there will be 17 
significant adverse effect on the conservation of public and private water supplies; or 18 
(5) that there will be significant adverse effect on wildlife or fresh water, estuarine or 19 
marine fisheries.  In the absence of such findings, a permit shall be granted.  Such 20 
permit may be conditioned upon the applicant amending his proposal to take whatever 21 
measures are reasonably necessary to protect the public interest with respect to the 22 
factors enumerated in this subsection.  Permits may allow for projects granted a permit 23 
the right to maintain such project for a period of up to 10 years.  The right to maintain 24 
such project shall be granted subject to such conditions as may be reasonably necessary 25 
to protect the public interest.  The Coastal Resources Commission shall coordinate the 26 
issuance of permits under this section and G.S. 113A-118 to avoid duplication and to 27 
create a single, expedited permitting process.  The Coastal Resources Commission may 28 
adopt rules interpreting and applying the provisions of this section and rules specifying 29 
the procedures for obtaining a permit under this section.  Maintenance work as defined 30 
in this subsection shall be limited to such activities as are required to maintain the 31 
project dimensions as found in the permit granted.  The Department shall act on an 32 
application for permit within 75 days after the completed application is filed, provided 33 
the Department may extend such deadline by not more than an additional 75 days if 34 
necessary properly to consider the application, except for applications for a special 35 
emergency permit, in which case the Department shall act within two working days 36 
after an application is filed, and failure to so act shall automatically approve the 37 
application. 38 

(e1) The Secretary of the Department of Natural Resources and Community 39 
Development is empowered to issue special emergency dredge or fill permits upon 40 
application.  Emergency permits may be issued only when life or structural property is 41 
in imminent danger as a result of rapid recent erosion or sudden failure of a man-made 42 
structure.  The Coastal Resources Commission may elaborate by rule upon what 43 
conditions the Secretary may issue a special emergency dredge or fill permit.  The 44 
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Secretary may condition the emergency permit upon any reasonable conditions, 1 
consistent with the emergency situation, he feels are necessary to reasonably protect the 2 
public interest.

The Secretary 7 
shall deny an application for a special dredge or fill permit upon a finding that the 8 
detriment to the public which would occur on issuance of the permit measured by the 9 
five factors in G.S. 113-229(e) clearly outweighs the detriment to the applicant if such 10 
permit application should be denied. 11 

(f) A permit applicant who is dissatisfied with a decision on his application may 12 
file a petition for a contested case hearing under G.S. 150B-23 within 20 days after the 13 
decision is made.  Any other person who is dissatisfied with a decision to deny or grant 14 
a permit may file a petition for a contested case hearing only if the Coastal Resources 15 
Commission determines, in accordance with G.S. 113A-121.1(c), that a hearing is 16 
appropriate.  A permit is suspended from the time a person seeks administrative review 17 
of the decision concerning the permit until the Commission determines that the person 18 
seeking the review cannot commence a contested case or the Commission makes a final 19 
decision in a contested case, as appropriate, and no action may be taken during that time 20 
that would be unlawful in the absence of the permit. 21

(l) The Secretary may, either before or after the institution of proceedings under 34 
subsection (k) of this section, institute a civil action in the superior court in the name of 35 
the State upon the relation of the Secretary, for damages, and injunctive relief, and for 36 
such other and further relief in the premises as said court may deem proper, to prevent 37 
or recover for any damage to any lands or property which the State holds in the public 38 
trust, and to restrain any violation of this section or of any provision of a dredging or 39 
filling permit issued under this section.

For purposes of this Article, the 39 
aforementioned points of confluence with tributary rivers shall include 40 
the following: 41 
a. On the Chowan River, its confluence with the Meherrin River; 42 
b. On the Roanoke River, its confluence with the northeast branch 43 

of the Cashie River; 44 
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c. On the Tar River, its confluence with Tranters Creek; 1 
d. On the Neuse River, its confluence with Swift Creek; 2 
e. On the Trent River, its confluence with Ready Branch. 3 

  Provided, however, that no county shall be considered to be within 4 
the coastal area which: (i) is adjacent to, adjoining or bounded by any 5 
of the above points of confluence and lies entirely west of said point of 6 
confluence; or (ii) is not bounded by the Atlantic Ocean and lies 7 
entirely west of the westernmost of the above points of confluence. 8 

(4) ‘Commission' means the Coastal Resources Commission created by 9 
G.S. 113A-104. 10 

(4a) ‘Department' shall mean the North Carolina Department of 11 
Environment, Health, and Natural Resources. 12

a. ‘Development' means any activity in a duly designated area of 14 

environmental concern (except as provided in paragraph b of 15

aspects of such siting), and work on facilities used 3 
directly in connection with the above facilities; 4 

4. The use of any land for the purposes of planting, 5 
growing, or harvesting plants, crops, trees, or other 6 
agricultural or forestry products, including normal 7 
private road construction, raising livestock or poultry, or 8 
for other agricultural purposes except where excavation 9 
or filling affecting estuarine waters (as defined in G.S. 10 
113-229) or navigable waters is involved; 11 

5. Maintenance or repairs (excluding replacement) 12 
necessary to repair damage to structures caused by the 13 
elements or to prevent damage to imminently threatened 14 
structures by the creation of protective sand dunes. 15 

6. The construction of any accessory building customarily 16 
incident to an existing structure if the work does not 17 
involve filling, excavation, or the alteration of any sand 18 
dune or beach; 19 

7. Completion of any development, not otherwise in 20 
violation of law, for which a valid building or zoning 21 
permit was issued prior to ratification of this Article and 22 
which development was initiated prior to the ratification 23 
of this Article; 24 

8. Completion of installation of any utilities or roads or 25 
related facilities not otherwise in violation of law, within 26 
a subdivision that was duly approved and recorded prior 27 
to the ratification of this Article and which installation 28 
was initiated prior to the ratification of this Article; 29 

9. Construction or installation of any development, not 30 
otherwise in violation of law, for which an application 31 
for a building or zoning permit was pending prior to the 32 
ratification of this Article and for which a loan 33 
commitment (evidenced by a notarized document signed 34 
by both parties) had been made prior to the ratification of 35 
this Article; provided, said building or zoning 36 
application is granted by July 1, 1974; 37 

10. It is the intention of the General Assembly that if the 38 
provisions of any of the foregoing subparagraphs 1 to 10 39 
of this paragraph are held invalid as a grant of an 40 
exclusive or separate emolument or privilege or as a 41 
denial of the equal protection of the laws, within the 42 
meaning of Article I, Secs. 19 and 32 of the North 43

Commission (pursuant to G.S. 143-215.3(d) or 143-215.3(a)(8)) 35 
has determined that a generalized condition of water depletion 36 
or water or air pollution exists; 37 

c. Prime forestry land (sites capable of producing 85 cubic feet per 38 
acre-year, or more, of marketable timber), as identified by the 39 
Department of Natural Resources and Community 40 
Development. 41 

(4) Fragile or historic areas, and other areas containing environmental or 42 
natural resources of more than local significance, where uncontrolled 43 
or incompatible development could result in major or irreversible 44 
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damage to important historic, cultural, scientific or scenic values or 1 
natural systems, which may include: 2 
a. Existing national or State parks or forests, wilderness areas, the 3 

State Nature and Historic Preserve, or public recreation areas; 4 
existing sites that have been acquired for any of the same, as 5 
identified by the Secretary of Natural Resources and 6 
Community Development; and proposed sites for any of the 7

f. Areas that sustain remnant species or aberrations in the 29 
landscape produced by natural forces, such as rare and 30

g. Areas containing unique geological formations, as identified by 32

h. Historic places that are listed, or have been approved for listing 34 
by the North Carolina Historical Commission, in the National 35

Preservation Act of 1966; historical, archaeological, and other 37 
places and properties owned, managed or assisted by the State 38 
of North Carolina pursuant to Chapter 121; and properties or 39

It is the duty of the presiding 5 
judge to expedite the trial of these actions and to give them a preemptory setting over all 6 
others, civil or criminal.  From any decision of the superior court either party may 7 
appeal to the court of appeals as a matter of right." 8

Community Development or to any local government, provided that 29 
the provisions of any such delegation of power shall be set forth in 30 
departmental rules. 31 

(6) To delegate the power to conduct a hearing, on his behalf, to any 32 
member of the Commission or to any qualified employee of the 33 
Department of Natural Resources and Community Development.  Any 34 
person to whom a delegation of power is made to conduct a hearing 35 
shall report his recommendations with the record of the hearing to the 36 
Secretary for decision or action. 37 

(b) In order to carry out the provisions of this Article the secretaries of 38 
Administration and of Natural Resources and Community Development Environment, 39 
Health, and Natural Resources may employ such clerical, technical and professional 40 
personnel, and consultants with such qualifications as the Commission may prescribe, in 41 
accordance with the State personnel rules and budgetary laws, and are hereby 42 
authorized to pay such personnel from any funds made available to them through grants, 43 
appropriations, or any other sources.
