A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO ALLOW ESTABLISHMENT OF SATELLITE REGISTER OF DEEDS 2 

OFFICES AND TO AUTHORIZE THE RECORDING OF DOCUMENTS AT 3 
THOSE OFFICES. 4 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 5 
Section 1.  Chapter 161 of the General Statutes is amended by adding a new 6 

section to read: 7 
"§ 161-14.3.  Satellite offices. 8 

(a) The board of county commissioners may by resolution establish one or more 9 
satellite offices of the register of deeds at locations in the county other than the seat of 10 
government.  Before a satellite office is established, the register of deeds shall certify to 11 
the board of county commissioners that the recording and indexing procedures to be 12 
used in the satellite office comply in all respects with the law, and that all instruments 13 
presented for registration and other documents presented for recording will be registered 14 
or recorded in the order in which they are presented, regardless of the location where 15 
they are presented. 16 

(b) Any instrument registered or document recorded at a satellite office of the 17 
register of deeds on or after the effective date of a resolution adopted pursuant to 18 
subsection (a) of this section shall be considered for all purposes a legally registered 19 
instrument or recorded document, and such instruments and documents shall be 20 
considered the same as though they had been registered or recorded in the register of 21 
deeds office at the seat of government." 22 

Sec. 2.  This act shall apply to Guilford County only. 23 
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Sec. 3.  This act is effective upon ratification. 1
