A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS TO INCREASE THE LEVEL OF GRANTS-2 

IN-AID TO PRIVATE CHILD-CARING INSTITUTIONS. 3 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

Section 1.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Department of 5 
Human Resources the sum of eight hundred eight thousand two hundred seventy-eight 6 
dollars ($808,278) for the 1989-90 fiscal year and the sum of eight hundred eight 7 
thousand two hundred seventy-eight dollars ($808,278) for the 1990-91 fiscal year for 8 
the purpose of increasing the level of the grants-in-aid to private child-caring 9 
institutions so that the State is reimbursing the private child-caring institutions fifty 10 
percent (50%) of the actual cost of care for the 752 eligible children. 11 

Sec. 2.  The funds appropriated in Section 1 shall be allocated by the 12 
Department of Human Resources to the eligible child-caring institutions according to 13 
the provisions of the North Carolina Administrative Code, Section 10, Subchapter 41M, 14 
for the payment of grants-in-aid to private child-caring institutions. 15 

Sec. 3.  This act shall become effective July 1, 1989. 16
