AN ACT REQUIRING THE BOARD OF GOVERNORS OF THE UNIVERSITY OF

NORTH CAROLINA TO REPORT ON ITS PROGRESS IN ADOPTING

STANDARDS TO CREATE AND ENHANCE AN ORGANIZED PROGRAM OF

PUBLIC SERVICE AND TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE TO THE PUBLIC

SCHOOLS.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. Section 7 of Chapter 936 of the 1989 Session Laws reads as

rewritten:

"Sec. 7. The Board of Governors of The University of North Carolina shall adopt
standards to create and enhance an organized program of public service and technical
assistance to the public schools. This program shall:

(1)  Provide systematic access for public schools to consultation and advice
available from members of the faculties of the constituent institutions;

(2)  Facilitate and encourage research in the public schools and the
application of the results of this research;

(3) Link the education faculties of the constituent institutions with public
school teachers and administrators through public service requirements
for the education faculties; and

(4)  Create partnerships among all constituent institutions, their schools or
departments of education, and the maximum number of public schools
that could benefit from these partnerships.
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The Board of Governors shall report on a quarterly basis beginning April 15, 1991,
and ending April 15, 1993, to the Joint Legislative Commission on Governmental
Operations on its progress in implementing the provisions of this section."

Sec. 2. This act is effective upon ratification.
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
