Section 1.  G.S. 7A-4.20 reads as rewritten: 6 

"§ 7A-4.20.  Age limit for service as justice or judge:  exception. 7 
No justice or judge of the appellate division of the General Court of Justice may 8 

continue in office beyond the last day of the month in which he attains his seventy-9 
second birthday, and no judge of the superior court or district court division of the General 10 
Court of Justice may continue in office beyond the last day of the month in which he attains his 11 
seventieth birthday, but justices and judges so retired may be recalled for periods of 12 
temporary service as provided in subchapters II and III of this chapter." 13 

Sec. 2.  This act is effective upon ratification, and shall apply to judges or 14 
justices retiring on or after that date. 15
