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AN ACT TO MODIFY THE METHOD OF ELECTING THE COUNTY 

COMMISSIONERS OF ROBESON COUNTY SO THAT THE GENERAL 
ELECTION IS WITHIN THE DISTRICTS PREVIOUSLY ESTABLISHED FOR 
NOMINATION. 

 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 
 

Section 1.  Section 3 of Chapter 289 of the 1919 Public-Local Laws is 
amended by deleting the phrase "shall be voted for by the county at large." and 
substituting the phrase "shall only be voted for by the electors of said district." 

Sec. 2.  Section 5 of Chapter 289 of the 1919 Public-Local Laws is amended 
by deleting the phrase "shall be voted for by the county at large." and substituting the 
phrase "shall only be voted for by the electors of said district." 

Sec. 3.  This act is effective upon ratification. 
In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 24th day of 

July, 1992. 
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
