A JOINT RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE 1991 GENERAL ASSEMBLY, 1992
SESSION, TO CONSIDER A JOINT RESOLUTION URGING CONGRESS NOT
TO APPROVE LEGISLATION TO IMPLEMENT ANY TRADE AGREEMENT
THAT JEOPARDIZES EXISTING UNITED STATES HEALTH, SAFETY,
LABOR, OR ENVIRONMENTAL LAWS, OR LIMITS THE ABILITY OF
CONGRESS OR STATE AND LOCAL GOVERNMENTS TO ENACT SUCH
LAWS IN THE FUTURE.

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:

Section 1. The 1991 General Assembly, Regular Session 1992, may consider

"A JOINT RESOLUTION URGING CONGRESS NOT TO APPROVE

LEGISLATION TO IMPLEMENT ANY TRADE AGREEMENT THAT

JEOPARDIZES EXISTING UNITED STATES HEALTH, SAFETY, LABOR, OR

ENVIRONMENTAL LAWS, OR LIMITS THE ABILITY OF CONGRESS OR

STATE AND LOCAL GOVERNMENTS TO ENACT SUCH LAWS IN THE

FUTURE."
