A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO DELAY BY THREE MONTHS THE REQUIREMENT THAT
RESIDENT INSPECTORS BE ASSIGNED TO COMMERCIAL HAZARDOUS
WASTE FACILITIES.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
Section 1. Section 2 of Chapter 1082 of the 1989 Session Laws, 1990
Regular Session, reads as rewritten:

"Sec. 2. The Department of Environment, Health, and Natural Resources shall
report quarterly to the Joint Legislative Commission on Governmental Operations and
the Environmental Review Commission beginning 1 Apst—July 1991 on the
implementation of the resident inspectors program. The receipts and expenditures
provided for by this act shall appear as a separate expansion budget request for the
1991-93 biennium."

Sec. 2. Section 3 of Chapter 1082 of the 1989 Session Laws, 1990 Regular
Session, reads as rewritten:

"Sec. 3. This act shall become effective 1 January 1991 as to the assessment and
collection of fees and shall become effective 1 Mareh—June 1991 as to all other
provisions."

Sec. 3. This act is effective retroactively as of 28 February 1991. ¢
