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AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR A PERSON HUNTING OR APPLYING FOR A 

HUNTING LICENSE TO SIGN A STATEMENT ON A FORM PROVIDED BY 
THE WILDLIFE RESOURCES COMMISSION CONFIRMING THAT HE HAD A 
HUNTING LICENSE PRIOR TO THE REQUIREMENT OF A HUNTER 
SAFETY COURSE. 

 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 
 

Section 1.  G.S. 113-270.1A(a) reads as rewritten: 
"(a) On or after July 1, 1991, a person, regardless of age, may not procure a 

hunting license or hunt in this State without producing a certificate of competency or a 
hunting license issued prior to July 1, 1991, or making out an affidavit signing a 
statement on a form provided by the Wildlife Resources Commission that he had such a 
license." 

Sec. 2.  This act becomes effective July 1, 1991. 
In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 6th day of May, 

1991. 
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
