A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO SPECIFY APPOINTMENTS TO THE OPEN GOVERNMENT 2 

THROUGH PUBLIC TELECOMMUNICATIONS STUDY COMMISSION. 3 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

Section 1.  Section 6.1 of Chapter 1078 of the 1989 Session Laws (1990 5 
Session) reads as rewritten: 6 

"Sec. 6.1. There is created the Study Commission on Open Government Through 7 
Public Telecommunications, to be composed of 13 14 members, with three Senators 8 
appointed by the President Pro Tempore of the Senate; three Representatives, one of 9 
whom is the Legislative Liaison to the Open Public Events Network Committee, to be 10 
appointed by the Speaker of the House; the current and two previous chairmen of the 11 
Public Telecommunications Board of Commissioners; the chairman of the Open Public 12 
Events Network (ex officio member of the Board of Commissioners by statute); the 13 
Secretary of the Department of Administration (designated by statute as ex officio 14 
member and secretary of the Board of Commissioners); the chairman of the Planning 15 
Committee of the Board of Commissioners; and a representative of the North Carolina 16 
cable television industry. industry, to be appointed by the Speaker of the House; and a 17 
representative of the public television industry, to be appointed by the President Pro 18 
Tempore of the Senate.  Appointments will be made within no later than 30 days 19 
subsequent to the sine die adjournment of the 1989 Regular convening of the 1991 Regular 20 
Session.  The chairman of the Study Commission shall be the Legislative Liaison to the 21 
Open Public Events Network Committee." 22 

Sec. 2.  This act is effective upon ratification.  23
