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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO MAKE THE DESTRUCTION OF ANY LAWFULLY GROWN CROP,

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
Section 1. G.S. 14-141 reads as rewritten:
"8 14-141. Burning or otherwise destroying crops in the field.

be punished as follows: a-Classtfelen-

(1)  If the damage is four hundred dollars ($400.00) or less, the person is
guilty of a misdemeanor punishable by a term of imprisonment not to
exceed two years, a fine, or both.

(2) If the damage is more than four hundred dollars ($400.00), the person
is guilty of a Class I felony."

Sec. 2. This act becomes effective October 1, 1991, and applies to offenses

occurring on or after that date.
