The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 5 
 6 
PART 1.  INTRODUCTION 7 
 8 

Section 1.  The appropriations made by the 1992 General Assembly for 9 
capital improvements are for constructing, repairing, or renovating State buildings, 10 
utilities, and other capital facilities, for acquiring sites for them where necessary, and for 11 
acquiring buildings and land for State government purposes. 12 
 13 
PART 2.  TITLE 14 
 15 

Sec. 2.  This act shall be known as "The Capital Improvements 16 
Appropriations Act of 1992". 17 
 18 
PART 3.  PROCEDURES FOR DISBURSEMENTS 19 
 20 
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Sec. 3.  The appropriations made by the 1992 General Assembly for capital 1 
improvements shall be disbursed for the purposes provided by this act.  Expenditure of 2 
funds shall not be made by any State department, institution, or agency, until an 3 
allotment has been approved by the Governor as Director of the Budget.  The allotment 4 
shall be approved only after full compliance with the Executive Budget Act, Article 1 of 5 
Chapter 143 of the General Statutes.  Prior to the award of construction contracts for 6 
projects to be financed in whole or in part with self-liquidating appropriations, the 7 
Director of the Budget shall approve the elements of the method of financing of those 8 
projects including the source of funds, interest rate, and liquidation period.  Provided, 9 
however, that if the Director of the Budget approves the method of financing a project, 10 
he shall report that action to the Joint Legislative Commission on Governmental 11 
Operations at its next meeting. 12 

Where direct capital improvement appropriations include the purpose of 13 
furnishing fixed and movable equipment for any project, those funds for equipment 14 
shall not be subject to transfer into construction accounts except as authorized by the 15 
Director of the Budget.  The expenditure of funds for fixed and movable equipment and 16 
furnishings shall be reviewed and approved by the Director of the Budget prior to 17 
commitment of funds. 18 

Capital improvement projects authorized by the 1992 General Assembly shall 19 
be completed, including fixed and movable equipment and furnishings, within the limits 20 
of the amounts of the direct or self-liquidating appropriations provided, except as 21 
otherwise provided in this act. 22

LOCAL WATER/SEWER FUNDS 43 
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Sec. 5.  (a) Notwithstanding the provisions of Sections 3 and 28 of Chapter 1 
689 of the 1991 Session Laws, the Office of State Budget and Management shall 2 
transfer four million four hundred thousand dollars ($4,400,000), from the funds 3 
appropriated to the Reserve for Reimbursements to Local Governments and Shared Tax 4 
Revenues for the 1992-93 fiscal year, to the Clean Water Revolving Loan and Grant 5 
Fund created in G.S. 159G-5. 6 

(b) Notwithstanding the provisions of G.S. 105-116, the Secretary of Revenue 7 
shall reduce the amount to be transferred to municipalities on or before December 15, 8 
1992, pursuant to G.S. 105-116(d), by an amount equal to three million three hundred 9 
thousand dollars ($3,300,000).  The Secretary of Revenue shall allocate this reduction 10 
on a pro rata basis among the municipalities entitled to receive a quarterly installment 11 
pursuant to G.S. 105-116(d) on or before December 15, 1992. 12 

(c) Notwithstanding the provisions of G.S. 105-113.82, the Secretary of Revenue 13 
shall reduce the amount to be distributed to counties and cities for the 1992-93 fiscal 14 
year pursuant to G.S. 105-113.82 by an amount equal to one million one hundred 15 
thousand dollars ($1,100,000).  The Secretary of Revenue shall allocate this reduction 16 
on a pro rata basis among the counties and cities entitled to receive a distribution 17 
pursuant to G.S. 105-113.82 for the 1992-93 fiscal year. 18 

(d) The General Assembly finds that the purpose of the allocation provided in 19 
this section is to meet the funding needs of local governments for water supply and 20 
wastewater treatment facilities, as requested by local governmental units. 21

Sec. 6.  The Joint Legislative Commission on Governmental Operations may 26 
study and make recommendations to the Office of State Budget and Management and to 27 
the Office of State Construction of the Department of Administration on repairs and 28 
renovations to the Old Education and Old Revenue Buildings.  In conducting its study, 29 
the Commission shall make recommendations pertaining to the following: 30 

(1) The amount to be expended from the Reserve for Repairs and 31 
Renovations for expediting the relocation of State agencies currently 32 
occupying leased space into the Old Education and Old Revenue 33 
Buildings; 34 

(2) Which of the State agencies currently occupying leased space should 35 
be moved into the Old Education and Old Revenue Buildings; 36 

(3) The extent to which repairs and renovations are needed immediately 37 
and those that may be needed in the future, and whether such repairs 38 
and renovations may be phased in over a period of time; and 39 

(4) Any other recommendations the Commission deems appropriate for 40 
ensuring that repairs and renovations to the Old Education and Old 41 
Revenue Buildings are carried out expeditiously and efficiently. 42

EXTENSION OF THE TERRITORIAL JURISDICTION OF THE 11 
LEGISLATIVE SERVICES COMMISSION 12 

Sec. 7.  (a) G.S. 120-32.1 reads as rewritten: 13 
"§ 120-32.1. Use and maintenance of buildings and grounds. 14 

(a) The Legislative Services Commission shall determine policy governing the 15 
use of the State Legislative Building and the State office building located at the 16 
northeast corner of Lane and Salisbury streets. The Commission shall allocate space 17 
within those buildings and the grounds encompassed by Jones, Wilmington, Lane and 18 
Salisbury streets; be responsible for the maintenance, security, control and care of those 19 
buildings; and promulgate rules and regulations governing the use of those buildings 20 
and their facilities.  The Commission may delegate the actual work of maintenance of 21 
those buildings to the Department of Administration, which shall provide such 22 
maintenance services as may be delegated, subject to the direction of the Commission. 23 
shall: 24 

(1) Establish policy for the use of the State legislative buildings and 25 
grounds; 26 

(2) Maintain and care for the State legislative buildings and grounds, but 27 
the Commission may delegate the actual work of the maintenance of 28 
those buildings and grounds to the Department of Administration, 29 
which shall perform the work as delegated; 30 

(3) Provide security for the State legislative buildings and grounds; 31 
(4) Allocate space within the State legislative buildings and grounds; and 32 
(5) Have the exclusive authority to assign parking space in the State 33 

legislative buildings and grounds. 34 
 (b) The rules and regulations promulgated The Legislative Administrative 35 

Officer shall have posted the rules adopted by the Legislative Services Commission 36 
under the authority of this section shall be posted in a conspicuous place in the State 37 
Legislative Building, and in the State office building located at the northeast corner of 38 
Lane and Salisbury streets, and Building and the Legislative Office Building.  The 39 
Legislative Administrative Officer shall have filed a copy of the rules and regulations 40 
and all amendments thereto, certified by the chairman of the Legislative Services 41 
Commission, shall be filed in the office of the Secretary of State and in the office of the 42 
Clerk of the Superior Court of Wake County. When so posted and filed, these rules and 43 
regulations shall constitute notice to all persons of the existence and text of the rules and 44 
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regulations. rules.  Any person, whether on his own behalf or for another, or acting as an 1 
agent or representative of any person, firm, corporation, partnership or association, who 2 
knowingly violates any of the rules or regulations promulgated, adopted, posted and 3 
filed under the authority of this section is guilty of a misdemeanor, misdemeanor and 4 
upon conviction or a plea of guilty shall be punished by a fine or imprisonment in the 5 
discretion of the court, or by both such fine and imprisonment.  Any person, firm, 6 
corporation, partnership or association who combines, confederates, conspires, aids, 7 
abets, solicits, urges, instigates, counsels, advises, encourages or procures another or 8 
others to knowingly violate any of the rules and regulations promulgated, adopted, 9 
posted and filed under the authority of this  section is guilty of a misdemeanor and upon 10 
conviction or a plea of guilty shall be punished by a fine or imprisonment in the 11 
discretion of the court, or by both such fine and imprisonment. 12 

(c) When the General Assembly is in regular or extra session, the Legislative 13 
Services Commission shall have exclusive authority to assign parking space in the State 14 
Legislative Building and upon its grounds, as "grounds”is defined in G.S. 120-32.3 15 
[120-32.2], and the State Legislative Building security force shall have exclusive 16 
authority and responsibility for enforcing the parking rules and regulations of the 17 
Legislative Services Commission. The Legislative Services Commission may cause to 18 
be removed at the owner's expense any vehicle parked in the State Legislative Building 19 
or on its grounds legislative buildings and grounds in violation of the rules and 20 
regulations  of the Legislative Services Commission, Commission and during regular or 21 
extra sessions of the General Assembly may cause to be removed any vehicle parked in 22 
any State-owned parking space leased to an employee of the General Assembly where 23 
the vehicle is parked without the consent of the employee to whom the space is leased. 24 

(d) For the purposes of this section, the term ‘State legislative buildings and 25 
grounds' means: 26 

(1) At all times: 27 
a. The State Legislative Building and the area between outer walls 28 

of the State Legislative Building and the near curbline of those 29 
sections of Jones, Wilmington, Lane, and Salisbury Streets 30 
which border land on which the State Legislative Building is 31 
situated; 32 

b. The Legislative Office Building and the areas between its outer 33 
walls and the near curbline of those sections of Lane and 34 
Salisbury Streets that border the land on which it is situated; 35 

c. Any State-owned parking lot which is leased to the General 36 
Assembly; and 37 

d. The bridge between the State Legislative Building and the State 38 
Governmental Mall. 39 

(2) In addition, the surface area to the far curbline of those sections of 40 
Jones, Wilmington, Lane, and Salisbury Streets which border the land 41 
on which the State Legislative Building is situated: 42 
a. When the General Assembly is in regular or extra session; and 43 
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b. On other days on which one or more standing committees of 1 
either or both houses of the General Assembly are meeting and 2 
the Legislative Administrative Officer determines that 3 
additional parking is needed for the functioning of the General 4 
Assembly and files notice of the committee's or committees' 5 
meetings and his finding that additional parking is needed in the 6 
office of the Secretary of State and that of Clerk of the Superior 7 
Court of Wake County." 8 

(b) G.S. 120-32.2 reads as rewritten: 9 
"§ 120-32.2.  State Legislative Building special police. 10 

All members of the State Legislative Building security force employed by the 11 
Legislative Services Office are special policemen, and within the State Legislative 12 
Building and upon its  grounds legislative buildings and grounds, as defined in G.S. 13 
120-32.1(d), they shall have all the powers of policemen of incorporated towns. cities. 14 

As used in this section, "grounds”means the area between the outer walls of the State 15 
Legislative Building and the near curbline of those sections of Jones, Wilmington, Lane 16 
and Salisbury streets which border the land on which the State Legislative Building is 17 
situated. When the General Assembly is in regular or extra session, the term 18 
"grounds”also includes the surface to the far curbline of those sections of Jones, 19 
Wilmington, Lane and Salisbury streets which border the land on which the State 20 
Legislative Building is situated and any state-owned parking lot which is leased to the 21 
General Assembly while the General Assembly is in session. 22 

The jurisdiction of the State Legislative Building security force shall also include the 23 
State office building located at the northeast corner of Lane and Salisbury streets and 24 
the area between the outer walls of that building and the near curbline of those sections 25 
of Lane and Salisbury streets that border the land on which the building is located. 26 

The Legislative Building security force has the exclusive authority and responsibility 27 
for enforcing the parking rules of the Legislative Services Commission." 28 

(c) This section becomes effective October 1, 1992, but does not affect the 29 
validity of rules adopted by the Legislative Services Commission under the prior law. 30

Sec. 8.  Section 3.1 of Chapter 754 of the 1991 Session Laws reads as 34 
rewritten: 35 

"Sec. 3.1.  There is created the Railroad Advisory Commission.  The Commission 36 
shall consist of 12 10 members, appointed as follows: 37 

(1) Two members appointed by the Governor, one of whom shall be 38 
knowledgeable about the railroad business and one of whom shall be 39 
an advocate of passenger rail service; 40 

(2) The Speaker of the House of Representatives or another member of the 41 
House of Representatives serving as the Speaker's designee, and two 42 
other members of the House of Representatives appointed by the 43 
Speaker of the House of Representatives; 44 
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(3) The President Pro Tempore of the Senate or another member of the 1

the Secretary of Transportation; and 6 

(5) The State Treasurer, or a member of his staff appointed by the 7 
Treasurer; Treasurer. 8 

(6) Two officers or directors of the North Carolina Railroad Company 9 
appointed by its Board of Directors. 10 

The Attorney General or the Attorney General's designee shall also 11 
participate and attend meetings of the Commission in accordance with Section 3.12 of 12 
this Part." 13

NORTH CAROLINA AQUARIUMS COMMISSION 33 

Sec. 10.  (a) Chapter 143B of the General Statutes is amended by adding a 34 
new Part to read: 35 

“PART 8C.  NORTH CAROLINA AQUARIUMS COMMISSION. 36 
"§ 143B-390.15.  North Carolina Aquariums Commission – creation. 37 

There is hereby created the North Carolina Aquariums Commission. 38 
"§ 143B-390.16.  North Carolina Aquariums Commission – organization, powers, 39 

and duties. 40 
(a) The Commission shall consist of 12 members appointed as follows: 41 

(1) Three members appointed by the Governor including one member 42 
designated by the Governor to serve as chair of the Commission, 43 
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(2) Three members appointed by the General Assembly upon the 1 
recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives in 2 
accordance with G.S. 120-121, 3 

(3) Three members appointed by the General Assembly upon the 4 
recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the Senate in 5 
accordance with G.S. 120-121, and 6 

(4) Three members appointed by the North Carolina Aquarium Society, 7 
Inc., each of whom resides in one of the counties where the North 8 
Carolina Aquariums are located: Carteret, Dare, and New Hanover. 9 

(b) Commission members shall serve for terms of four years, beginning July 1, 10 
1992, and may be removed at any time by the appointing  authority.  If a vacancy on the 11 
Commission occurs, the appointing authority shall appoint a replacement to serve for 12 
the unexpired term. 13 

(c) The Commission shall meet upon the call of the chair. 14 
(d) The Secretary of Administration shall provide staff support for Commission 15 

activities and travel reimbursement for Commission members. 16 
(e) The Commission may recommend a schedule of uniform fees for the North 17 

Carolina Aquariums to the Secretary of the Department of Administration who may 18 
adopt the schedule.  The schedule may be revised from time to time by the same 19 
procedure. 20 

(f) The North Carolina Special Aquariums Fund, hereafter ‘Fund', is hereby 21 
created, and shall be a special and nonreverting fund.  The Fund shall be used only for 22 
repair, maintenance, and educational exhibit construction at existing aquariums.  The 23 
Fund may also be used to match private funds that are raised for these purposes. 24 

(g) All entrance fee receipts shall be credited to the Fund.  The Secretary of 25 
Administration may expend monies from the Fund only upon the authorization of the 26 
General Assembly." 27 

(b) G.S. 120-123 is amended by adding a new subdivision to read: 28 
"(59) The North Carolina Aquariums Commission, as established by G.S. 29 

143B-15." 30

GRANTS FOR LOCAL ARTS/HISTORIC SITES 35 

Sec. 11.  Of the funds appropriated in this act to the Department of Cultural 36 
Resources for grants for local arts/historic sites, the sum of thirty thousand dollars 37 
($30,000) shall be allocated to the Eastern Music Festival to support activities 38 
commemorating the thirtieth anniversary of the Festival, the sum of fifty thousand 39 
dollars ($50,000) shall be allocated to the North Carolina Shakespeare Festival for 40 
equipment and other purposes, and a sufficient sum shall be allocated for the addition of 41 
an auditorium for the Visitors Center at the Charles B. Aycock Historic Site.
