AN ACT TO AMEND THE LAW REGARDING APPOINTMENTS TO THE BOARD
OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE NASH COUNTY HOSPITAL AUTHORITY.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. G.S. 131E-18(d) reads as rewritten:

"(d) When a commissioner resigns, is removed from office, completes a term of
office, or when there is an increase in the number of commissioners, the remaining
commissioners shall submit to the mayor or the ehairman—ef—the—county board of
commissioners a list of nominees for appointment to the commission. The mayor or
chairman-of-the-county board of commissioners shall appoint, only from the nominees,
the number of commissioners necessary to fill all vacancies. However, the mayor or the
chairman—of-the—county board of commissioners may require the commissioners to
submit as many additional lists of nominees as he-er-she-they may desire."”

Sec. 2. This act shall apply to Nash County only.

Sec. 3. This act is effective upon ratification.
