A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS TO ST. MARKS CENTER, INC., FOR ITS
COMMUNITY ACCESS PROJECT FOR SPECIAL NEEDS CHILDREN.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. There is appropriated from the General Fund to St. Marks Center,
Inc., in Charlotte, the sum of twelve thousand five hundred dollars ($12,500) for the
1992-93 fiscal year to help fund its Community Access project, a program designed to
give educational opportunities to children with profound mental retardation, physical
disabilities, or other special needs by providing them access to community facilities
such as museums and science fairs.

Sec. 2. This act becomes effective July 1, 1992.
