The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 6 
Section 1.  G.S. 7A-343.1 reads as rewritten: 7 

"§ 7A-343.1. Distribution of copies of the appellate division reports. 8

The copies 17 
of reports furnished each justice or judge as set out in the table above may be retained 18 
by him personally to enable him to keep up-to-date his personal set of reports." 19 

Sec. 2.  G.S. 20-7(i1) reads as rewritten: 20 
"(i1) Any person whose driver's license or other privilege to operate a motor 21 

vehicle in this State has been suspended, canceled or revoked pursuant to the provisions 22 
of this Chapter, other than G.S. 20-17(2), shall pay a restoration fee of twenty-five 23 
dollars ($25.00).  A person whose driver's license has been revoked under G.S. 20-17(2) 24 
shall pay a restoration fee of fifty dollars ($50.00) until the end of the fiscal year in 25 
which the cumulative total amount of fees deposited under this subsection in the 26 
General Fund exceeds five million dollars ($5,000,000), and shall pay a restoration fee 27 
of twenty-five dollars ($25.00) thereafter.  The fee shall be paid to the Division prior to 28 
the issuance to such person of a new driver's license or the restoration of such driver's 29 
license or privilege; such restoration fee shall be paid to the Division in addition to any 30 
and all fees which may be provided by law.  This restoration fee shall not be required 31 
from any licensee whose license was suspended, canceled, revoked or voluntarily 32 
surrendered for medical or health reasons whether or not a medical evaluation was 33 
conducted pursuant to this Chapter.  The twenty-five dollar ($25.00) fee, and the first 34 
twenty-five dollars ($25.00) of the fifty-dollar ($50.00) fee, shall be deposited in the 35 
Highway Fund.  The remaining twenty-five dollars ($25.00) of the fifty-dollar ($50.00) 36 
fee shall be deposited in the General Fund of the State.  The Office of State Budget and 37 
Management shall certify to the Department of Transportation and the General 38 
Assembly when the cumulative total amount of fees deposited in the General Fund 39 
under this subsection exceeds five million dollars ($5,000,000), and shall annually 40 
report to the General Assembly the amount of fees deposited in the General Fund under 41 
this subsection. 42 

It is the intent of the General Assembly to annually appropriate the funds deposited 43 
in the General Fund under this subsection to the Board of Governors of The University 44 
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of North Carolina System to be used for the Center for Alcohol Studies Endowment at 1 
The the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, Carolina, but not to exceed this 2 
cumulative total of five million dollars ($5,000,000)." 3 

Sec. 3.  G.S. 36B-8 reads as rewritten: 4 
"§ 36B-8. Conflict with other law. 5 

To the extent that the provisions of this Chapter are inconsistent with the provisions 6 
of either Chapter 36A or Chapter 55A, the provisions of this Chapter shall control. The 7 
provisions of this Chapter shall not apply to the The University of North Carolina. 8 
Carolina System." 9 

Sec. 4.  G.S. 87-7 reads as rewritten: 10 
"§ 87-7. Records of Board; disposition of funds. 11 

The secretary-treasurer shall keep a record of the proceedings of the said Board and 12 
shall receive and account for all moneys derived from the operation of this Article. Any 13 
funds remaining in the hands of the secretary-treasurer to the credit of the Board after 14 
the expenses of the Board for the current year have been paid shall be paid over to the 15 
Greater The University of North Carolina System for the use of the School of 16 
Engineering through the North Carolina Engineering Foundation. The Board has the 17 
right, however, to retain at least ten percent (10%) of the total expense it incurs for a 18 
year's operation to meet any emergency that may arise. As an expense of the Board, said 19 
Board is authorized to expend such funds as it deems necessary to provide retirement 20 
and disability compensation for its employees." 21 

Sec. 5.  G.S. 87-45 reads as rewritten: 22 
"§ 87-45. Funds. 23 

The fees collected for examinations and licenses under this Article shall be used for 24 
the expenses of the State Board of Examiners of Electrical Contractors in carrying out 25 
the provisions of this Article. No expenses of the Board or compensation of any 26 
member or employee of the Board shall be payable out of the treasury of the State of 27 
North Carolina; and neither the Board nor any member or employee thereof shall have 28 
any power or authority to make or incur any expense, debt or other financial obligation 29 
binding upon the State of North Carolina. Any funds remaining in the hands of the 30 
secretary- treasurer to the credit of the Board after all expenses of the Board for the 31 
current fiscal year have been fully provided for shall be paid over to the North Carolina 32 
Engineering Foundation, Inc., for the benefit of the electrical engineering department of 33 
the Greater The University of North Carolina. Carolina System. Provided, however, the 34 
Board shall have the right to maintain an amount, the cumulative total of which shall not 35 
exceed twenty percent (20%) of gross receipts for the previous fiscal year of its 36 
operation as a maximum contingency or emergency fund." 37 

Sec. 6.  G.S. 87-52 reads as rewritten: 38 
"§ 87-52. State Board of Refrigeration Examiners; appointment; term of office. 39 

For the purpose of carrying out the provisions of this Article, the State Board of 40 
Refrigeration Examiners is created, consisting of seven members appointed by the 41 
Governor to serve seven-year staggered terms. The Board shall consist of one member 42 
who is a wholesaler or a manufacturer of refrigeration equipment; one member from an 43 
engineering school of The Greater University of North Carolina, Carolina System, one 44 
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member from the Division of Public Health of The Greater University of North 1 
Carolina, Carolina System, two licensed refrigeration contractors, and two members 2 
who have no ties with the construction industry to represent the interest of the public at 3 
large. The term of office of one member shall expire each year. Vacancies occurring 4 
during a term shall be filled by appointment of the Governor for the unexpired term. 5 
Whenever the term ‘Board' is used in this Article, it means the State Board of 6 
Refrigeration Examiners. No Board member shall serve more than one complete 7 
consecutive term." 8 

Sec. 7.  G.S. 90-9 reads as rewritten: 9 
"§ 90-9. Examination for license; scope; conditions and prerequisites. 10 

It shall be the duty of the Board of Medical Examiners to examine for license to 11 
practice medicine or surgery, or any of the branches thereof, every applicant who 12 
complies with the following provisions: He shall, before he is admitted to examination, 13 
satisfy the Board that he has an academic education equal to the entrance requirements 14 
of the The University of North Carolina, Carolina System, or furnish a certificate from 15 
the superintendent of public instruction of the county that he has passed an examination 16 
upon his literary attainments to meet the requirements of entrance in the regular course 17 
of the State University. He shall exhibit a diploma or furnish satisfactory proof of 18 
graduation from a medical college or an osteopathic college approved by the American 19 
Osteopathic Association at the time of his graduation, which time of graduation shall 20 
have been on January 1, 1960, or subsequent thereto and which medical and osteopathic 21 
schools shall require an attendance of not less than four years or for a lesser period of 22 
time approved by the Board, and supply such facilities for clinical and scientific 23 
instruction as shall meet the approval of the Board. An applicant shall have graduated 24 
from a medical college approved by the Liaison Commission on Medical Education or 25 
osteopathic college that has been approved by the American Osteopathic Association; 26 
or, if he was graduated from any other medical or osteopathic college, the applicant 27 
shall be enrolled in a graduate medical education and training program in North 28 
Carolina which has been approved by the Board. An applicant who has graduated from 29 
a medical college not approved by the Liaison Commission on Medical Education or 30 
osteopathic college that has not been approved by the American Osteopathic 31 
Association and who has not enrolled in a graduate medical education and training 32 
program in North Carolina which has been approved by the Board shall satisfy the 33 
Board that he has successfully completed three years of graduate medical education in a 34 
training program approved by the Board. No applicant from a medical or osteopathic 35 
college which has been disapproved by the Board shall be eligible to take the 36 
examination. 37 

The examination shall cover the branches of medical science and subjects which the 38 
Board deems necessary to determine competence to practice medicine. The Board may 39 
divide the examination into parts or  components. 40 

If the applicant successfully passes the examination, as determined by the Board, 41 
and if the applicant satisfies the Board that he is of good moral character and that either, 42 
(1) if the applicant is a graduate of a medical college approved by the Liaison 43 
Commission on Medical Education or osteopathic college approved by the American 44 
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Osteopathic Association, he has successfully completed one year of training in a 1 
medical education program approved by the Board after graduation from medical 2 
school; or (2) if the applicant is a graduate of a medical college that has not been 3 
approved by the Liaison Commission on Medical Education or osteopathic college that 4 
has not been approved by the American Osteopathic Association, he has successfully 5 
completed three years of training in a medical education program approved by the 6 
Board after graduation from medical school, then the Board shall grant the applicant a 7 
license authorizing him to practice medicine in any of its branches. 8 

Applicants shall be examined by number only; names and other identifying 9 
information shall not appear on examination papers." 10 

Sec. 8.  G.S. 90-113.3 reads as rewritten: 11 
"§ 90-113.3. Education and research. 12 

(a) The North Carolina Department of Public Instruction and the Board of 13 
Governors of the The University of North Carolina System are authorized and directed 14 
to carry out educational programs designed to  prevent and deter misuse and abuse of 15 
controlled substances. In connection with such programs, they are authorized to: 16 

(1) Promote better recognition of the problems of misuse and abuse of 17 
controlled substances within the regulated industry and among 18 
interested groups and organizations; 19 

(2) Assist the regulated industry and interested groups and organizations 20 
in contributing to the reduction of misuse and  abuse of controlled 21 
substances; and 22 

(3) Disseminate the results of research on misuse and abuse of controlled 23 
substances to promote a better public understanding of what problems 24 
exist and what can be done to combat them. 25 

(b) The North Carolina Department of Public Instruction and the Board of 26 
Governors of the The University of North Carolina System or either of them may enter 27 
into contracts for educational activities related to controlled substances. 28 

(c) The North Carolina Department of Human Resources is authorized and 29 
directed to encourage research on misuse and abuse of controlled substances. In 30 
connection with such research and in furtherance of the enforcement of this Article, it is 31 
authorized to: 32 

(1) Establish methods to assess accurately the effects of controlled 33 
substances and to identify and characterize controlled substances with 34 
potential for abuse; 35 

(2) Make studies and undertake programs of research to: 36 
a. Develop new or improved approaches, techniques, systems, 37 

equipment, and devices to strengthen the enforcement of this 38 
Article; 39 

b. Determine patterns of misuse and abuse of controlled 40 
substances and the social effect thereof; and 41 

c. Improve methods for preventing, predicting, understanding, and 42 
dealing with the misuse and abuse of controlled substances. 43 
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(3) Enter into contracts with other public agencies, any district attorney, 1 
institutions of higher education, and private organizations or 2 
individuals for the purpose of conducting research, demonstrations, or 3 
special projects which bear directly on misuse and abuse of controlled 4 
substances. 5 

(d) The North Carolina Department of Human Resources may enter into 6 
contracts for research activities related to controlled substances, and the North Carolina 7 
Department of Public Instruction and the Board of Governors of the The University of 8 
North Carolina System or either of them may enter into contracts for educational 9 
activities related to controlled substances, without performance bonds. 10 

(e) The North Carolina Department of Human Resources may authorize persons 11 
engaged in research on the use and effects of controlled substances to withhold the 12 
names and other identifying characteristics of persons who are the subjects of such 13 
research. Persons who obtain this authorization may not be compelled in any State civil, 14 
criminal, administrative, legislative, or other proceeding to identify the subjects of 15 
research for which such authorization was obtained. 16 

(f) The North Carolina Department of Human Resources may authorize persons 17 
engaged in research to possess and distribute controlled substances in accordance with 18 
such restrictions as the authorization may impose. Persons who obtain this authorization 19 
shall be exempt from State prosecution for possession and distribution of controlled 20 
substances to the extent authorized by the North Carolina Department of Human 21 
Resources." 22 

Sec. 9.  G.S. 106-202.14 reads as rewritten: 23 
"§ 106-202.14. Creation of Board; membership; terms; chairman; quorum; board 24 

actions; compensation. 25 
(a) The North Carolina Plant Conservation Board is created within the 26 

Department of Agriculture. 27 
(b) The Board shall consist of seven members who are residents of North 28 

Carolina, one of whom represents each of the following: 29 
(1) The North Carolina Botanical Garden of The the University of North 30 

Carolina at Chapel Hill; Carolina; 31 
(2) The botanical, scientific community in North Carolina; 32 
(3) The Division of Forest Resources, Department of Environment, 33 

Health, and Natural Resources; 34 
(4) A North Carolina citizens conservation organization; 35 
(5) The commercial plant production industry in North Carolina; 36 
(6) The Department of Agriculture; 37 
(7) The North Carolina public at large. 38 

The Governor shall appoint the first four members enumerated above; the 39 
Commissioner shall appoint the remaining three members. 40 

(c) Initial appointments to the Board shall be made by October 1, 1979. Of the 41 
terms of initial appointees, the representatives of the North Carolina Botanical Garden 42 
of The the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, Carolina, the commercial plant 43 
production industry in North Carolina, and a North Carolina citizens conservation 44 
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organization shall serve two-year terms; all other members shall serve four-year terms. 1 
All subsequent terms shall be for four-year terms. 2 

(d) All members shall hold their offices until their successors are appointed and 3 
qualified. Any vacancy occurring in the membership of the Board prior to the expiration 4 
of the term shall be filled for the remainder of the unexpired term. The Commissioner 5 
may at any time remove any member from the Board for cause. Each appointment to fill 6 
a vacancy in the membership of the Board shall be of a person having the proper 7 
credentials for that vacancy and appointed by the proper appointing agency. 8 

(e) The Board shall select its chairman from its own membership to serve for a 9 
term of two years. The chairman shall have a full vote. Any vacancy occurring in the 10 
chairmanship shall be filled by the Board for the remainder of the term. The Board may 11 
select other officers as it deems necessary. 12 

(f) Any action of the Board shall require at least four concurring votes. 13 
(g) Members of the Board who are not State employees shall receive per diem, 14 

subsistence and travel allowances authorized by G.S. 138-5; members who are State 15 
employees shall receive the subsistence and travel allowances authorized by G.S. 138-6; 16 
and members who are also members of the General Assembly shall receive subsistence 17 
and travel allowances authorized by G.S. 120-3.1." 18 

Sec. 10.  G.S. 106-202.17 reads as rewritten: 19 
"§ 106-202.17. Creation of committee; membership; terms; chairman; meetings; 20 

committee action; quorum; compensation. 21 
(a) The North Carolina Plant Conservation Scientific Committee is created 22 

within the Department of Agriculture. 23 
(b) The Scientific Committee shall consist of the Directors of The the University 24 

of North Carolina at Chapel Hill Herbarium, the North Carolina State University 25 
Herbarium, the North Carolina Botanical Garden of The the University of North 26 
Carolina at Chapel Hill, Carolina, the North Carolina Museum of Natural History and 27 
the North Carolina Natural Heritage Program of the Department of Environment, 28 
Health, and Natural Resources or their designees, a representative of the North Carolina 29 
Association of Nurserymen, Inc., appointed by the Commissioner, and a representative 30 
of the Garden Club of North Carolina, Incorporated, the North Carolina Chapter of the 31 
Nature Conservancy or the North Carolina Wild Flower Preservation Society, Inc., 32 
appointed by the Commissioner. Members shall serve for three-year terms and may 33 
succeed themselves. 34 

(c) The Board shall select a chairman of the Scientific Committee from the 35 
Scientific Committee's membership to serve for three years. 36 

(d) The Scientific Committee may hold its meetings at the North Carolina 37 
Botanical Garden of The the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill. Carolina. 38 

(e) Any action of the Scientific Committee shall require at least four concurring 39 
votes. 40 

(f) Members of the Scientific Committee who are not State employees may 41 
receive per diem, subsistence and travel allowances authorized by G.S. 138-5 if they so 42 
request; members who are State employees may receive the subsistence and travel 43 
allowances authorized by G.S. 138-6 if they so request; and members who are also 44 
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members of the General Assembly may receive subsistence and travel allowances 1 
authorized by G.S. 120-3.1 if they so request." 2 

Sec. 11.  G.S. 106-769(a)(6) reads as rewritten: 3 
"(6) The Dean of the School of Public Health of the University of North 4 

Carolina at Chapel Hill  or his designee;". 5 
Sec. 12. G.S. 113-315.19 reads as rewritten: 6 

"§ 113-315.19. Personnel needs. 7 
To effectively carry out the duties and responsibilities set forth above, the Secretary 8 

may employ or contract with the extension services of the The University of North 9 
Carolina System to employ the following persons: 10 

(1) A person to have responsibility for the successful execution of the 11 
program and to coordinate as deemed desirable with other agencies of 12 
the State and federal government, 13 

(2) A business management specialist, 14 
(3) An insurance and finance specialist, 15 
(4) A specialist who could understand, interpret, and counsel on 16 

regulations and requirements, 17 
(5) A specialist in waterways, and water transportation, and 18 
(6) Such clerical personnel as necessary to carry out the provisions of this 19 

Article." 20 
Sec. 13.  G.S. 115B-2 reads as rewritten: 21 

"§ 115B-2. Tuition waiver authorized. 22 
State-supported institutions of higher education, community colleges, industrial 23 

education centers and technical institutes, shall permit legal residents of North Carolina 24 
who have attained the age of 65 to attend classes for credit or noncredit purposes 25 
without the required payment of tuition; provided, however, that such persons meet 26 
admission and other standards deemed appropriate by the educational institution, and 27 
provided further that such persons shall be accepted by the constituent institutions of the 28 
The University of North Carolina System only on a spaces-available basis." 29 

Sec. 14.  G.S. 115B-3 reads as rewritten: 30 
"§ 115B-3. Rules and regulations. 31 

The Board of Governors of the The University of North Carolina System and the 32 
State Board of Education shall each, with respect to the institutions governed by it, 33 
promulgate rules and regulations necessary for the implementation of the provisions of 34 
this Chapter." 35 

Sec. 15.  G.S. 115C-105(a) reads as rewritten: 36 
"(a) There is hereby established the North Carolina Education Council composed 37 

of the members of the education commission of the states representing this State, and 38 
not exceeding five other persons appointed by the Governor for terms of three years. 39 
Such other persons shall be selected so as to be broadly representative of professional 40 
and lay interests within this State having the responsibilities for, knowledge with respect 41 
to, and interest in educational matters. The Governor shall serve as chairman of the 42 
North Carolina Education Council or any person that the Governor may designate shall 43 
serve as chairman. The chairman of the State Board of Education, the Superintendent of 44 
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Public Instruction, the chairman of the Board of Governors of The University of North 1 
Carolina, Carolina System, and the President of The University of North Carolina 2 
System shall be ex officio members of the North Carolina Education Council. The 3 
council shall meet on the call of its chairman or at the request of a majority of its 4 
members, but in any event the Council shall meet not less than three times in each year. 5 
The Council may consider any and all matters relating to the recommendations of the 6 
education commission of the states and the activities of the members in representing this 7 
State thereon." 8 

Sec. 16.  G.S. 115C-121(b) reads as rewritten: 9 
"(b) The Council shall consist of 17 members to be appointed as follows: two 10 

members appointed by the Governor; two members of the Senate appointed by the 11 
Lieutenant Governor; two members of the House of Representatives appointed by the 12 
Speaker of the House; and 11 members appointed by the State Board of Education. Of 13 
those members of the Council appointed by the State Board one member shall be 14 
selected from each congressional district within the State, and the members so selected 15 
shall be composed of at least one person representing each of the following: 16 
handicapped individuals, parents or guardians of children with special needs, teachers of 17 
children with special needs, and State and local education officials and administrators of 18 
programs for children with special needs. The Council shall designate a chairperson 19 
from among its members. The designation of the chairperson is subject to the approval 20 
of the State Board of Education. The board shall promulgate rules or regulations to 21 
carry out this subsection. 22 

Ex officio members of the Council shall be the following: 23 
(1) The Secretary of the Department of Human Resources or the 24 

Secretary's designee; 25 
(2) The Secretary of the Department of Correction or the Secretary's 26 

designee; 27 
(3) A representative from The University of North Carolina System's 28 

Planning Consortium for Children with Special Needs; and 29 
(4) The Superintendent of Public Instruction or the Superintendent's 30 

designee. 31 
The term of appointment for all members except those appointed by the State Board 32 

of Education shall be for two years. The term for members appointed by the State Board 33 
of Education shall be for four years. No person shall serve more than two consecutive 34 
four-year terms. 35 

Each Council member shall serve without pay, but shall receive travel allowances 36 
and per diem in the same amount provided for members of the North Carolina General 37 
Assembly." 38 

Sec. 17.  The title of Article 1 of Chapter 116 of the General Statutes reads as 39

"§ 116-1. Purpose. 44 
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In order to foster the development of a well-planned and coordinated system of 1 
higher education, to improve the quality of education, to extend its benefits and to 2 
encourage an economical use of the State's resources, the The University of North 3 
Carolina System is hereby redefined in accordance with the provisions of this Article."

(i) The Board of Governors of the The University of North Carolina System 3 
shall establish and maintain in a manner not inconsistent with the provisions of this 4 
section or with regulations established under this  section an endowment fund for all 5 
endowment funds now held or hereafter acquired for the benefit of the University of 6 
North Carolina Press. 7 

(i1) The Board of Governors of the The University of North Carolina System 8 
shall establish and maintain in a manner not inconsistent with the provisions of this 9 
section or with regulations established under this  section an endowment fund for all 10 
endowment funds now held or hereafter acquired for the benefit of the University of 11 
North Carolina Center for Public Television. 12 

(j) Any gift, devise, or bequest of real or personal property to a  constituent 13 
institution of the The University of North Carolina System or to the The University of 14 
North Carolina System or to the University of North Carolina Press or to the University 15 
of North Carolina Center for Public Television shall be presumed, nothing to the 16 
contrary appearing, a gift, devise, or bequest, as the case may be, to the endowment 17 
fund of the respective institution or agency.

(a) Composition. – The Board of Governors of the The University of North 25 
Carolina System is hereby directed to create a board of directors for the University of 26 
North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel Hill consisting of 12 members of which nine shall 27 
be appointed by the Board of Governors.  Three members ex officio of said board shall 28 
be the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill  Vice-Chancellor for Health Affairs, 29 
University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill  Vice-Chancellor for Business and Finance, 30 
and the Dean of the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill Medical School, or 31 
successors to these offices under other titles with similar responsibilities.

– Each of the nine persons who, as of June 30, 1989, 43 
is serving as an appointed member of the Board shall be reassigned by the Governors, 44 
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each to a different term, ending June 30, 1989, June 30, 1990, June 30, 1991, June 30, 1 
1992, June 30, 1993, June 30, 1994, June 30, 1995, June 30, 1996, or June 30, 1997.  2 
After July 1, 1989, the term of office for new appointments shall commence on July 1, 3 
and all members shall serve for four-year terms; provided, however, that no person may 4 
be appointed to (i) more than three full four-year terms in succession, or (ii) a four-year 5 
term if preceded immediately by 12 years of service.  Resignation from a term of office 6 
shall not constitute a break in service for the purpose of this subsection.

The board of directors may enter into formal 18 
agreements with the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, Carolina, Division of 19 
Health Affairs, with respect to the provision of clinical experience for students and may 20 
also enter into formal agreements with the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill  21 
for the provision of maintenance and supporting services. 22 

(c) Executive Director. – The chief administrative officer of the University of 23 
North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel Hill shall be the executive director, who shall be 24 
appointed by the board of directors to serve at its pleasure. The executive director shall 25 
administer the affairs of the University of North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel Hill 26 
subject to the duly adopted policies, rules, and regulations of the board of directors, 27 
including the appointment, promotion, demotion, and discharge of all personnel. The 28 
executive director shall report to the board of directors quarterly or more often as 29 
required. The executive director will serve as secretary to the board of directors. 30 

(d) Personnel. – The University of North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel Hill shall 31 
maintain a personnel office for personnel administration. 32 

(e) Finances. – The University of North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel Hill shall 33 
be subject to the provisions of the Executive Budget Act. There shall be maintained a 34 
business and budget office to administer the budget and financial affairs of the 35 
University of North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel Hill.  The executive director, subject 36 
to the board of directors, shall be responsible for all aspects of budget preparation, 37 
budget execution, and expenditure reporting. Subject to the approval of the Director of 38 
the Budget: All operating funds of the University of North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel 39 
Hill may be budgeted and disbursed through a special fund code, all receipts of the 40 
University of North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel Hill may be deposited directly to the 41 
special fund code; and general fund appropriations for support of the University of 42 
North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel Hill may be budgeted in a general fund code under a 43 
single purpose, ‘Contribution to University of North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel Hill 44 
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Operations' and be transferable to the special fund operating code as receipts. Prior to 1 
taking any action under this subsection, the Director of the Budget may consult with the 2 
Advisory Budget Commission. 3 

(f) Purchases. – The University of North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel Hill shall 4 
be subject to all provisions of Articles 3 and 3A of Chapter 143 of the General Statutes 5 
relating to the Department of Administration, Purchase and Contract Division. There 6 
shall be maintained a purchasing office to handle all purchasing requirements of the 7 
University of North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel Hill. The Purchase and Contract 8 
Division may enter into such arrangements with the board of directors as the Division 9 
may deem necessary in consideration of the special requirements of the University of 10 
North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel Hill for procurement of certain supplies, materials, 11 
equipments and services. 12 

(g) Property. – The board of directors shall be responsible to the  University 13 
Board of Governors of The University of North Carolina System for the maintenance, 14 
operation, and control of the University of North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel Hill and 15 
grounds. 16 

(h) Patient Information. – The University of North Carolina Hospitals at Chapel 17 
Hill shall, at the earliest possible opportunity, specifically make a verbal and written 18 
request to each patient to disclose the patient's Social Security number, if any. If the 19 
patient does not disclose that number, the University of North Carolina Hospitals at 20
