The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

Section 1.  G.S. 90-85.3(e) reads as rewritten: 5 
"(e) ‘Device' means an instrument, apparatus, implement, machine, contrivance, 6 

implant, in vitro reagent or other similar or related article including any component part 7 
or accessory, that is required by law to be dispensed only pursuant to a prescription order. 8 
whose label or labeling bears the statement ‘Caution: federal law requires dispensing by 9 
or on the order of a physician.' The term does not include: 10 

(1) Devices used in the normal course of treating patients by health care 11 
facilities and agencies licensed under Chapter 131E or Article 2 of 12 
Chapter 122C of the General Statutes; 13 

(2) Devices used or provided in the treatment of patients by medical 14 
doctors, dentists, physical therapists, occupational therapists, speech 15 
pathologists, optometrists, chiropractors, podiatrists, and nurses 16 
licensed under Chapter 90 of the General Statutes, provided they do 17 
not dispense devices used to administer or dispense drugs." 18 

Sec. 2.  This act is effective upon ratification. 19
