A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO PROHIBIT THE ERECTION OF OUTDOOR ADVERTISING ON A
PORTION OF U.S. HIGHWAY 52 AND NORTH CAROLINA HIGHWAY 752 IN
SURRY COUNTY.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. No outdoor advertising, as defined in G.S. 136-128(3), that is
visible and intended to be read from the right-of-way of the portion of North Carolina
Highway 752 and United States Highway 52 south of the airport forming a corridor
through the foothills of Surry County past Pilot Mountain State Park, shall be erected on
or after the effective date of this act.

Sec. 2. Section 1 of this act shall not apply to outdoor advertising described
in G.S. 136-129(1), (2), or (3).

Sec. 3. This act is effective upon ratification.
