A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS TO THE BOARD OF GOVERNORS FOR 2 

THE UNC EDUCATIONAL CONSORTIA. 3 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

Section 1.   There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Board of 5 
Governors of The University of North Carolina the sum of one million fifty thousand 6 
dollars ($1,050,000) for the 1993-94 fiscal year and the sum of one million fifty 7 
thousand dollars ($1,050,000) for the 1994-95 fiscal year to support the continued work 8 
of the UNC Educational Consortia established at Appalachian State University, East 9 
Carolina University, North Carolina Central University, Western Carolina University, 10 
University of North Carolina at Charlotte, University of North Carolina at Greensboro, 11 
and University of North Carolina at Wilmington. Of these funds, the Board shall 12 
allocate one hundred fifty thousand dollars ($150,000) to each of the seven institutions 13 
named in this section in each fiscal year of the 1993-95 biennium. 14 

Sec. 2. This act becomes effective July 1, 1993. 15
