HOUSE BILL 1887

AN ACT CHANGING THE DATE ON WHICH MEMBERS OF THE PERQUIMANS
COUNTY BOARD OF EDUCATION TAKE OFFICE, AND PROVIDING A
FOUR-YEAR TERM FOR THE MAYOR OF THE TOWN OF CRESWELL.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. Notwithstanding G.S. 115C-37(d) and Section 3 of Chapter 21 of
the 1993 Session Laws, beginning with the 1996 election, newly elected members to the
Perquimans County Board of Education shall take office at the first meeting of the
Board in July following the election, upon taking the oath of office prescribed in Article
VI, Section 7 of the Constitution.

Sec. 2. The Charter of the Town of Creswell, being Chapter 276 of the
Private Laws of 1907, is amended by adding a new section to read:

"Sec. 3.1. A Mayor shall be elected in 1995 and quadrennially thereafter for a four-
year term."

Sec. 3. This act is effective upon ratification. Section 2 of this act does not
affect the current two-year term of office of the Mayor of Creswell.

In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 1st day of July,
1994.
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
