AN ACT TO EXEMPT CAMPGROUNDS FOR TRANSIENTS AND MARINAS
WHICH RESELL ELECTRICITY FROM THE DEFINITION OF A PUBLIC
UTILITY.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
Section 1. G.S. 62-3(23) is amended by adding a new subparagraph to read:
"h.  The term 'public utility' shall not include a campground operated
primarily to serve transient occupants, or a marina, which resells
electricity to occupants, provided that the applicable rates are
prominently displayed at or near each campsite or slip."
Sec. 2. This act is effective upon ratification.
