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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR STRUCTURED SENTENCING IN NORTH 2 

CAROLINA. 3 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

Section 1.  Chapter 15A of the General Statutes is amended by adding a new 5 
Article 81B to read: 6 

"ARTICLE 81B. 7 
"STRUCTURED SENTENCING OF PERSONS CONVICTED OF CRIMES. 8 

"PART 1.  GENERAL PROVISIONS. 9 
"§ 15A-1340.10.  Applicability of structured sentencing. 10 

This Article applies to criminal offenses in North Carolina, other than impaired 11 
driving under G.S. 20-138.1, that occur on or after January 1, 1994. 12 
"§ 15A-1340.11.  Definitions. 13 

The following definitions apply to this Article: 14 
(1) Active punishment. – A sentence in a criminal case that requires an 15 

offender to serve a sentence of imprisonment, and is not suspended.  16 
Special probation, as defined in G.S. 15A-1351, is not an active 17 
punishment. 18 

(2) Community punishment. – A sentence in a criminal case that does not 19 
include an active punishment or an intermediate punishment. 20 

(3) Day-reporting center. – A facility to which offenders are required, as a 21 
condition of probation, to report on a daily or other regular basis at 22 
specified times for a specified length of time to participate in activities 23 
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such as counseling, treatment, social skills training, or employment 1 
training. 2 

(4) Electronic monitoring. – A condition of probation in which the 3 
offender is required to remain in one or more specified places for a 4 
specified period or periods each day, and in which the offender must 5 
wear a device which permits the supervising agency to monitor the 6 
offender's compliance with the condition electronically. 7 

(5) Intensive probation. – Probation that requires the offender to submit to 8 
supervision by officers assigned to the Intensive Probation Program 9 
established pursuant to G.S. 143B-262(c), and to comply with the rules 10 
adopted for that program. 11 

(6) Intermediate punishment. – A sentence in a criminal case that places 12 
an offender on supervised probation and includes at least one of the 13 
following conditions: 14 
a. Special probation as defined in G.S. 15A-1351(a); 15 
b. Assignment to a residential program; 16 
c. Electronic monitoring; 17 
d. Intensive probation; or 18 
e. Assignment to a day-reporting center. 19 

 In addition, a sentence to regular supervised probation imposed 20 
pursuant to a community penalties plan as defined in G.S. 7A-771(2) is 21 
an intermediate punishment, regardless of whether any of the above 22 
conditions is imposed, if the plan is accepted by the court and the plan 23 
does not include active punishment. 24 

(7) Prior conviction. – A person has a prior conviction when, on the date a 25 
criminal judgment is entered, the person being sentenced has been 26 
previously convicted of a crime: 27 
a. In the district court, and the person has not given notice of 28 

appeal and the time for appeal has expired; or 29 
b. In the superior court, regardless of whether the conviction is on 30 

appeal to the appellate division; or 31 
c. In the courts of the United States, another state, the armed 32 

services of the United States, or another county, regardless of 33 
whether the offense would be a crime if it occurred in North 34 
Carolina, 35 

 regardless of whether the crime was committed before or after the 36 
effective date of this Article. 37 

(8) Residential program. – A program in which the offender, as a 38 
condition of probation, is required to reside in a facility for a specified 39 
period and to participate in activities such as counseling, treatment, 40 
social skills training, or employment training, conducted at the 41 
residential facility or at other specified locations. 42 

"§ 15A-1340.12.  Purposes of sentencing. 43 
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The primary purposes of sentencing a person convicted of a crime are to impose a 1 
punishment commensurate with the injury the offense has caused, taking into account 2 
factors that may diminish or increase the offender's culpability; to protect the public by 3 
restraining offenders; to assist the offender toward rehabilitation and restoration to the 4 
community as a lawful citizen; and to provide a general deterrent to criminal behavior. 5 

PART 2.  FELONY SENTENCING. 6 
"§ 15A-1340.13.  Procedure and incidents of sentence of imprisonment for felonies. 7 

(a) Application to Felonies Only. – This Part applies to sentences imposed for 8 
felony convictions. 9 

(b) Procedure Generally; Requirements of Judgment; Kinds of Sentences. – 10 
Before imposing a sentence, the court must determine the prior record level for the 11 
offender pursuant to G.S. 15A-1340.14.  The sentence must contain a sentence 12 
disposition specified for the class of offense and prior record level, and its minimum 13 
term of imprisonment must be within the range specified for the class of offense and 14 
prior record level, unless applicable statutes require or authorize another minimum 15 
sentence of imprisonment.  The kinds of sentence dispositions are active punishment, 16 
intermediate punishment, and community punishment. 17 

(c) Minimum and Maximum Term. – The judgment of the court must contain a 18 
minimum term of imprisonment that is consistent with the class of offense for which the 19 
sentence is being imposed and with the prior record level for the offender.  The 20 
maximum term of imprisonment applicable to each minimum term of imprisonment is, 21 
unless otherwise provided, as specified in G.S. 1340.17.  The maximum term must be 22 
specified in the judgment of the court. 23 

(d) Service of Minimum Required; Earned Time Authorization. – An offender 24 
sentenced to a sentence of imprisonment that is activated must serve the minimum term 25 
imposed.  The maximum term may be reduced to, but not below, the minimum term by 26 
earned time awarded to an offender by the Department of Correction or custodian of the 27 
local confinement facility, pursuant to rules adopted in accordance with law. 28 

(e) Deviation from Sentence Ranges for Aggravation and Mitigation; No 29 
Sentence Dispositional Deviation Allowed. – The court may deviate from the 30 
presumptive range of minimum sentences of imprisonment specified for a class of 31 
offense and prior record level if it finds, pursuant to G.S. 15A-1340.16, that aggravating 32 
or mitigating circumstances support such a deviation.  The amount of the deviation is in 33 
the court's discretion, subject to the limits specified in the class of offense and prior 34 
record level for mitigated and aggravated punishment.  Deviations for aggravated or 35 
mitigated punishment are allowed only in the ranges of minimum and maximum 36 
sentences of imprisonment, and not in the sentence dispositions specified for the class of 37 
offense and prior record level, unless a statute specifically authorizes a sentence 38 
dispositional deviation. 39 

(f) Suspension of Sentence. – Unless otherwise provided, the court may not 40 
suspend the sentence of imprisonment if the class of offense and prior record level does 41 
not permit community or intermediate punishment as a sentence disposition.  The court 42 
must suspend the sentence of imprisonment if the class of offense and prior record level 43 
requires community or intermediate punishment as a sentence disposition.  The court 44

may suspend the sentence of imprisonment if the class of offense and prior record level 1 
authorizes, but does not require, active punishment as a sentence disposition. 2 
"§ 15A-1340.14.  Prior record level for felony sentencing. 3 

(a) Generally. – The prior record level of a felony offender is determined by 4 
calculating the sum of the points assigned to each of the offender's prior convictions that 5 
the court finds to have been proved in accordance with this section. 6 

(b) Points. – Points are assigned as follows: 7 
(1) For each prior felony Class A conviction, 10 points. 8 
(2) For each prior felony Class B, C, or D conviction, 6 points. 9 
(3) For each prior felony Class E, F, or G conviction, 4 points. 10 
(4) For each prior felony Class H or I conviction, 2 points. 11 
(5) For each prior misdemeanor conviction, 1 point. 12 
(6) If all the elements of the present offense are included in the prior 13 

offense, 1 point. 14 
(7) If the offense was committed while the offender was on probation or 15 

parole, or while the offender was serving a sentence of imprisonment, 16 
or after the offender escaped from a correctional institution while 17 
serving a sentence of imprisonment, 1 point. 18 

(c) Prior Record Levels for Felony Sentencing. – Levels are: 19 
(1) Level I – 0 points. 20 
(2) Level II – At least 1, but not more than 3 points. 21 
(3) Level III – At least 4, but not more than 6 points. 22 
(4) Level IV – At least 7, but not more than 9 points. 23 
(5) Level V – At least 10, but not more than 12 points. 24 
(6) Level VI – At least 13 points. 25 

In determining the prior record level, the classification of a prior offense is the 26 
classification assigned to that offense at the time the offense for which the offender is 27 
being sentenced is committed. 28 

(d) Multiple Prior Convictions Obtained in One Court Week. – For purposes of 29 
determining the prior record level, if an offender is convicted of more than one offense 30 
in a single court during one calendar week, only the conviction for the offense with the 31 
highest point total is used. 32 

(e) Classification of Prior Convictions From Other Jurisdictions. – Except as 33 
otherwise provided in this subsection, a conviction occurring in a jurisdiction other than 34 
North Carolina is classified as a Class I felony if the jurisdiction in which the offense 35 
occurred classifies the offense as a felony, or is classified as a misdemeanor if the 36 
jurisdiction in which the offense occurred classifies the offense as a misdemeanor.  If 37 
the offender proves by the preponderance of the evidence that an offense classified as a 38 
felony in the other jurisdiction is substantially similar to an offense that is a 39 
misdemeanor in North Carolina, the conviction is treated as a misdemeanor for 40 
assigning prior record level points.  If the State proves by the preponderance of the 41 
evidence that an offense is substantially similar to an offense in North Carolina 42 
classified higher than a Class I felony, the conviction is treated as the higher class of 43 
felony for assigning prior record level points. 44 
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(f) Proof of Prior Convictions. – A prior conviction may be proved by: 1 
(1) Stipulation of the parties; 2 
(2) An original or copy of the court record of the prior conviction; 3 
(3) A copy of records maintained by the Division of Criminal Information, 4 

the Division of Motor Vehicles, or of the Administrative Office of the 5 
Courts; 6 

(4) Oral testimony of a party with personal knowledge of the relevant facts 7 
of the conviction; or 8 

(5) Any other method found by the court to be reliable. 9 
The State bears the burden of proving, by a preponderance of the evidence, that a 10 

prior conviction exists and that the offender before the court is the same person as the 11 
offender named in the prior conviction.  The original or a copy of the court records or a 12 
copy of the records maintained by the Division of Criminal Information, the Division of 13 
Motor Vehicles, or of the Administrative Office of the Courts, bearing the same name as 14 
that by which the offender is charged, is prima facie evidence that the offender named 15 
therein is the same as the offender before the court, and that the facts set out in the 16 
record are true.  For purposes of this subsection, 'a copy' includes a paper writing 17 
containing a reproduction of a record maintained electronically on a computer or other 18 
data processing equipment, and a document produced by a facsimile machine.  The 19 
prosecutor shall make all feasible efforts to obtain and present to the court the offender's 20 
full record.  Evidence adduced by either party at trial may be utilized to prove prior 21 
convictions.  Suppression of prior convictions is pursuant to G.S. 15A-980.  If a motion 22 
is made pursuant to that section during the sentencing stage of the criminal action, either 23 
the State or the offender is entitled to a continuance of the sentencing hearing.  If asked 24 
by the defendant in compliance with G.S. 15A-903, the prosecutor must furnish the 25 
defendant's prior criminal record within a reasonable time sufficient to allow the 26 
defendant to determine if the record available to the prosecutor is accurate. 27 
"§ 15A-1340.15.  Multiple convictions. 28 

(a) Consecutive Sentences. – This Article does not prohibit the imposition of 29 
consecutive sentences.  Unless otherwise specified, all sentences of imprisonment run 30 
concurrently with any other sentences of imprisonment. 31 

(b) Consolidation of Sentences. – If an offender is convicted of more than one 32 
offense at the same time, the court may consolidate the offenses for judgment and 33 
impose a single judgment for the consolidated offenses.  The judgment must contain a 34 
sentence disposition specified for the class of offense and prior record level of the most 35 
serious offense, and its minimum sentence of imprisonment must be within the ranges 36 
specified for that class of offense and prior record level, unless applicable statutes 37 
require or authorize another minimum sentence of imprisonment. 38 
"§ 15A-1340.16.  Aggravated and mitigated sentences. 39 

(a) Generally, Burden of Proof. – The court shall consider evidence of 40 
aggravating or mitigating factors present in the offense which make an aggravated or 41 
mitigated sentence appropriate, but the decision to depart from the presumptive range is 42 
in the discretion of the court.  The State bears the burden of proving by a preponderance 43 
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of the evidence that an aggravating factor exists and the offender bears the burden of 1 
proving by a preponderance of the evidence that a mitigating factor exists. 2 

(b) When Aggravated or Mitigated Sentence Allowed. – If the court finds that 3 
aggravating or mitigating factors exist, it may depart from the presumptive range of 4 
sentences specified in G.S. 15A-1340.17(c)(2).  If the court finds that aggravating 5 
factors are present and are sufficient to outweigh any mitigating factors that are present, 6 
it may impose a sentence that is permitted by the aggravated range described in G.S. 7 
15A-1340.17(c)(4).  If the court finds that mitigating factors are present and are 8 
sufficient to outweigh any aggravating factors that are present, it may impose a sentence 9 
that is permitted by the mitigated range described in G.S. 15A-1340.17(c)(3). 10 

(c) Written Findings; When Required. – The court shall make findings of the 11 
aggravating and mitigating factors present in the offense only if, in its discretion, it 12 
departs from the presumptive range of sentences specified in G.S. 15A-1340.17(c)(2).  13 
Findings shall be in writing.  The requirement to make findings in order to depart from 14 
the presumptive range applies regardless of whether the sentence of imprisonment is 15 
activated or suspended. 16 

(d) Aggravating Factors. – The following are aggravating factors: 17 
(1) The defendant induced others to participate in the commission of the 18 

offense or occupied a position of leadership or dominance of other 19 
participants. 20 

(2) The defendant joined with more than one other person in committing 21 
the offense and was not charged with committing a conspiracy. 22 

(3) The offense was committed for the purpose of avoiding or preventing a 23 
lawful arrest or effecting an escape from custody. 24 

(4) The defendant was hired or paid to commit the offense. 25 
(5) The offense was committed to disrupt or hinder the lawful exercise of 26 

any governmental function or the enforcement of laws. 27 
(6) The offense was committed against a present or former: law 28 

enforcement officer, employee of the Department of Correction, jailer, 29 
fireman, emergency medical technician, ambulance attendant, justice 30 
or judge, clerk or assistant or deputy clerk of court, magistrate, 31 
prosecutor, juror, or witness against the defendant, while engaged in 32 
the performance of his official duties or because of the exercise of his 33 
official duties. 34 

(7) The offense was especially heinous, atrocious, or cruel. 35 
(8) The defendant knowingly created a great risk of death to more than 36 

one person by means of a weapon or device which would normally be 37 
hazardous to the lives of more than one person. 38 

(9) The defendant held public office at the time of the offense and the 39 
offense related to the conduct of the office. 40 

(10) The defendant was armed with or used a deadly weapon at the time of 41 
the crime. 42 

(11) The victim was very young, or very old, or mentally or physically 43 
infirm. 44 
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(12) The defendant committed the offense while on pretrial release on 1 
another charge. 2 

(13) The defendant involved a person under the age of 16 in the 3 
commission of the crime. 4 

(14) The offense involved an attempted or actual taking of property of great 5 
monetary value or damage causing great monetary loss, or the offense 6 
involved an unusually large quantity of contraband. 7 

(15) The defendant took advantage of a position of trust or confidence to 8 
commit the offense. 9 

(16) The offense involved the sale or delivery of a controlled substance to a 10 
minor. 11 

(17) The offense was committed because of the race, color, religion, 12 
nationality, or country of origin of another person. 13 

(18) The offense for which the defendant stands convicted was committed 14 
against a victim because of the victim's race, color, religion, 15 
nationality, or country of origin. 16 

(19) The defendant has been previously adjudicated delinquent in juvenile 17 
court. 18 

(20) The serious injury inflicted upon the victim is permanent and 19 
debilitating. 20 

(21) Any other aggravating factor reasonably related to the purposes of 21 
sentencing. 22 

Evidence necessary to prove an element of the offense may not be used to prove any 23 
factor in aggravation, and the same item of evidence may not be used to prove more 24 
than one factor in aggravation. 25 

The judge may not consider as an aggravating factor the fact that the defendant 26 
exercised the right to a jury trial. 27 

(e) Mitigating Factors. – The following are mitigating factors: 28 
(1) The defendant committed the offense under duress, coercion, threat, or 29 

compulsion which was insufficient to constitute a defense but 30 
significantly reduced his culpability. 31 

(2) The defendant was a passive participant or played a minor role in the 32 
commission of the offense. 33 

(3) The defendant was suffering from a mental or physical condition that 34 
was insufficient to constitute a defense but significantly reduced his 35 
culpability for the offense. 36 

(4) The defendant's age, immaturity, or his limited mental capacity at the 37 
time of commission of the offense significantly reduced his culpability 38 
for the offense. 39 

(5) The defendant has made substantial or full restitution to the victim. 40 
(6) The victim was more than 16 years of age and was a voluntary 41 

participant in the defendant's conduct or consented to it. 42 
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(7) The defendant aided in the apprehension of another felon or testified 1 
truthfully on behalf of the prosecution in another prosecution of a 2 
felony. 3 

(8) The defendant acted under strong provocation, or the relationship 4 
between the defendant and the victim was otherwise extenuating. 5 

(9) The defendant could not reasonably foresee that his conduct would 6 
cause or threaten serious bodily harm or fear, or the defendant 7 
exercised caution to avoid such consequences. 8 

(10) The defendant reasonably believed that his conduct was legal. 9 
(11) Prior to arrest or at an early stage of the criminal process, the 10 

defendant voluntarily acknowledged wrongdoing in connection with 11 
the offense to a law enforcement officer. 12 

(12) The defendant has been a person of good character or has had a good 13 
reputation in the community in which he lives. 14 

(13) The defendant is a minor and has reliable supervision available. 15 
(14) The defendant has been honorably discharged from the United States 16 

armed services. 17 
(15) The defendant has accepted responsibility for his criminal conduct. 18 
(16) Any other mitigating factor reasonably related to purposes of 19 

sentences. 20 
(f) Proof of Juvenile Adjudication. – A juvenile adjudication used to establish 21 

the aggravating factor in (d)(19) may only be proved by certified copy of the records of 22 
the court in which the adjudication was obtained. 23 
"§ 15A-1340.17.  Punishment limits for each class of offense and prior record level. 24 

(a) Offense Classification; Default Classifications. – The offense classification is 25 
as specified in the offense for which the sentence is being imposed.  If the offense is a 26 
felony for which there is no classification, it is a Class I felony. 27 

(b) Fines. – Any judgment that includes a sentence of imprisonment may also 28 
include a fine.  If a community punishment is authorized, the judgment may consist of a 29 
fine only.  Additionally, when the defendant is other than an individual, the judgment 30 
may consist of a fine only.  Unless otherwise provided, the amount of the fine is in the 31 
discretion of the court. 32 

(c) Punishments for Each Class of Offense and Prior Record Level; Punishment 33 
Chart Described. – The authorized punishment for each class of offense and prior record 34 
level is as specified in the chart below.  Prior record levels are indicated by the Roman 35 
numerals placed horizontally on the top of the chart.  Classes of offense are indicated by 36 
the letters placed vertically on the left side of the chart.  Each cell on the chart contains 37 
the following components: 38 

(1) A sentence disposition or dispositions: 'C' indicates that a community 39 
punishment is authorized; 'I' indicates that an intermediate punishment 40 
is authorized; and 'A' indicates that an active punishment is authorized. 41 

(2) A presumptive range of minimum durations, if the sentence of 42 
imprisonment is neither aggravated or mitigated; any minimum term of 43 
imprisonment in that range is permitted unless the court finds pursuant 44 
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to G.S. 15A-1340.16 that an aggravated or mitigated sentence is 1 
appropriate.  The presumptive range is the middle of the three ranges 2 
in the cell. 3 

(3) A mitigated range of minimum durations if the court finds pursuant to 4 
G.S. 15A-1340.16 that a mitigated sentence of imprisonment is 5 
justified; in such a case, any minimum term of imprisonment in the 6 
mitigated range is permitted.  The mitigated range is the lower of the 7 
three ranges in the cell. 8 

(4) An aggravated range of minimum durations if the court finds pursuant 9 
to G.S. 15A-1340.16 that an aggravated sentence of imprisonment is 10 
justified; in such a case, any minimum term of imprisonment in the 11 
aggravated range is permitted.  The aggravated range is the higher of 12 
the three ranges in the cell. 13

The first 23 
figure in each cell in the table is the minimum term and the second is the maximum 24 
term.

PART 3.  MISDEMEANOR SENTENCING. 41 
"§ 15A-1340.20.  Procedure and incidents of sentence of imprisonment for 42 

misdemeanors. 43 
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(a) Application to Misdemeanors Only. – This Part applies to sentences imposed 1 
for misdemeanor convictions. 2 

(b) Procedure Generally; Term of Imprisonment. – A sentence imposed for a 3 
misdemeanor must contain a sentence disposition specified for the class of offense and 4 
prior conviction level, and any sentence of imprisonment must be within the range 5 
specified for the class of offense and prior conviction level, unless applicable statutes 6 
require otherwise.  The kinds of sentence dispositions are active punishment, 7 
intermediate punishment, and community punishment.  Except for the work credits 8 
authorized by G.S. 162-60, an offender whose sentence of imprisonment is activated 9 
must serve each day of the term imposed. 10 

(c) Suspension of Sentence. – Unless otherwise provided, the court must suspend 11 
a sentence of imprisonment if the class of offense and prior conviction level requires 12 
community or intermediate punishment as a sentence disposition. 13 
"§ 15A-1340.21.  Prior conviction level for misdemeanor sentencing. 14 

(a) Generally. – The prior conviction level of a misdemeanor offender is 15 
determined by calculating the number of the offender's prior convictions that the court 16 
finds to have been proven in accordance with this section. 17 

(b) Prior Conviction Levels for Misdemeanor Sentencing. – Levels are: 18 
(1) Level I – 0 prior convictions. 19 
(2) Level II – At least 1, but not more than 4 prior convictions. 20 
(3) Level III – At least 5 prior convictions. 21 

(c) Proof of Prior Convictions. – A prior conviction may be proved by: 22 
(1) Stipulation of the parties; 23 
(2) An original or copy of the court record of the prior conviction; 24 
(3) A copy of records maintained by the Division of Criminal Information, 25 

the Division of Motor Vehicles, or of the Administrative Office of the 26 
Courts; 27 

(4) Oral testimony of a party with personal knowledge of the relevant facts 28 
of the conviction; or 29 

(5) Any other method found by the court to be reliable. 30 
The State bears the burden of proving, by a preponderance of the evidence, that a 31 

prior conviction exists and that the offender before the court is the same person as the 32 
offender named in the prior conviction.  The original or a copy of the court records or a 33 
copy of the records maintained by the Division of Criminal Information, the Division of 34 
Motor Vehicles, or of the Administrative Office of the Courts, bearing the same name as 35 
that by which the offender is charged, is prima facie evidence that the offender named 36 
therein is the same as the offender before the court, and that the facts set out in the 37 
record are true.  For purposes of this subsection, 'copy' includes a paper writing 38 
containing a reproduction of a record maintained electronically on a computer or other 39 
data processing equipment, and a document produced by a facsimile machine.  Evidence 40 
adduced by either party at trail may be utilized to prove prior convictions.  Suppression 41 
of prior convictions is pursuant to G.S. 15A-980.  If a motion is made pursuant to that 42 
section during the sentencing stage of the criminal action, either the State or the 43 
offender is entitled to a continuance of the sentencing hearing. 44 
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(d) Multiple Prior Convictions Obtained in One Court Week. – For purposes of 1 
this section, if an offender is convicted of more than one offense in a single session of 2 
district court, or in a single week of superior court or of a court in another jurisdiction, 3 
only one of the convictions may be used to determine the prior conviction level. 4 
"§ 15A-1340.22.  Multiple convictions. 5 

(a) Limits on Consecutive Sentences. – If the court elects to impose consecutive 6 
sentences for two or more misdemeanors and the most serious misdemeanor is classified 7 
in Class 1 or Class 2, the cumulative length of the sentences of imprisonment may not 8 
exceed twice the maximum sentence authorized for the class and prior conviction level 9 
of the most serious offense.  Consecutive sentences may not be imposed if all 10 
convictions are for Class 3 misdemeanors. 11 

(b) Consolidation of Sentences. – If an offender is convicted of more than one 12 
offense at the same session of court, the court may consolidate the offenses for 13 
judgment and impose a single judgment for the consolidated offenses.  Any sentence 14 
imposed must be consistent with the appropriate prior conviction level of the most 15 
serious offense. 16 
"§ 15A-1340.23.  Punishment limits for each class of offense and prior conviction 17 

level. 18 
(a) Offense Classification; Default Classifications. – The offense classification is 19 

as specified in the offense for which the sentence is being imposed.  If the offense is a 20 
misdemeanor for which there is no classification, it is as classified in G.S. 14-3. 21 

(b) Fines. – Any judgment that includes a sentence of imprisonment may also 22 
include a fine. Additionally, when the defendant is other than an individual, the 23 
judgment may consist of a fine only.  If a community punishment is authorized, the 24 
judgment may consist of a fine only.  Unless otherwise provided for a specific offense, 25 
the maximum fine that may be imposed is two hundred dollars ($200.00) for a Class 3 26 
misdemeanor and one thousand dollars ($1,000) for a Class 2 misdemeanor.  The 27 
amount of the fine for a Class 1 misdemeanor is in the discretion of the court. 28 

(c) Punishment for Each Class of Offense and Prior Conviction Level; 29 
Punishment Chart Described. – Unless otherwise provided for a specific offense, the 30 
authorized punishment for each class of offense and prior conviction level is as 31 
specified in the chart below.  Prior conviction levels are indicated by the Roman 32 
numerals placed horizontally on the top of the chart.  Classes of offenses are indicated 33 
by the Arabic numbers placed vertically on the left side of the chart.  Each grid on the 34 
chart contains the following components: 35 

(1) A sentence disposition or dispositions: 'C' indicates that a community 36 
punishment is authorized; 'I' indicates that an intermediate punishment 37 
is authorized; and 'A' indicates that an active punishment is authorized; 38 
and 39 

(2) A range of durations for the sentence of imprisonment: any sentence 40 
within the duration specified is permitted. 41

Unless a different classification is expressly stated, an attempt to commit a 33 
misdemeanor or a felony is punishable under the same classification as the offense 34 
which the offender attempted to commit."

"§ 14-3.  Punishment of misdemeanors, infamous offenses, offenses committed in 37

(a) Except as provided in subsections (b) and (c), every person who shall be 40 
convicted of any misdemeanor for which no specific classification and no specific 41 
punishment is prescribed by statute shall be punishable as a Class 1 misdemeanor. by 42 
fine, by imprisonment for a term not exceeding two years, or by both, in the discretion 43 
of the court.  Any misdemeanor that has a specific punishment, but is not assigned a 44 
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classification by the General Assembly pursuant to law is classified as follows, based on 1 
the maximum punishment allowed by law for the offense as it existed on the effective 2 
date of Article 81B of Chapter 15A of the General Statutes. 3 

(1) If that maximum punishment is more than six months imprisonment, it 4 
is a Class 1 misdemeanor; 5

(3) If that maximum punishment is 30 days or less imprisonment or only a 8 
fine, it is a Class 3 misdemeanor. 9 

Misdemeanors that have punishments for one or more counties or cities pursuant to a 10 
local act of the General Assembly that are different from the generally applicable 11 
punishment are classified pursuant to this subsection if not otherwise specifically 12 
classified. 13 

(b) If a misdemeanor offense as to which no specific punishment is prescribed be 14 
infamous, done in secrecy and malice, or with deceit and intent to defraud, the offender 15 
shall, except where the offense is a conspiracy to commit a misdemeanor, be guilty of a 16 
Class H felony. 17 

(c) If any Class 2 or Class 3 misdemeanor offense with punishment less than the 18 
punishment for a general misdemeanor is committed because of the victim's race, color, 19 
religion, nationality, or country of origin, the offender shall be guilty of a general Class 20 
1 misdemeanor.  If any general Class 1 misdemeanor offense is committed because of 21 
the victim's race, color, religion, nationality, or country of origin, the offender shall be 22 
guilty of a Class J I felony." 23 

Sec. 8.  G.S. 14-4(a) reads as rewritten: 24 
"(a) Except as provided in subsection (b), if any person shall violate an ordinance 25 

of a county, city, town, or metropolitan sewerage district created under Article 5 of 26 
Chapter 162A, he shall be guilty of a Class 3 misdemeanor and shall be fined not more 27 
than five hundred dollars ($500.00), or imprisoned for not more than 30 days.

Notwithstanding any other provision of law, a person sentenced under this Article shall 39 
serve a term of not less than seven years in prison, excluding gain time granted under 40 
G.S. 148-13.

14 years in the State's prison and shall be entitled to credit for good behavior under G.S. 42

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consecutively with and  shall commence at the expiration of any sentence being served 1 
by the person sentenced hereunder." 2

"(a) Except in the case of corporations or in misdemeanor cases in which there is a 4 

waiver of appearance under G.S. 15A-1011(a)(3), a superior court judge may not accept 5 
a plea of guilty or no contest from the defendant without first addressing him personally 6 
and: 7 

(1) Informing him that he has a right to remain silent and that any 8 
statement he makes may be used against him; 9 

(2) Determining that he understands the nature of the charge; 10 
(3) Informing him that he has a right to plead not guilty; 11 
(4) Informing him that by his plea he waives his right to trial by jury and 12 

his right to be confronted by the witnesses against him; 13

"§ 15A-1301.  Order of commitment to imprisonment when not otherwise specified. 25 

When a judicial official orders that a defendant be imprisoned he must issue an 26 
appropriate written commitment order. When the commitment is to a sentence of 27 
imprisonment, the commitment must include the identification and class of the offense 28 
or offenses for which the defendant was convicted and, if the sentences are consecutive, 29 
the maximum sentence allowed by law upon conviction of each offense for the 30 
punishment range used to impose the sentence for the class of offense and prior record 31 
or conviction level, and, if the sentences are concurrent or consolidated, the longest of 32 
the maximum sentences allowed by law for the classes of offense and prior record or 33 
conviction levels upon conviction of any of the offenses." 34

"§ 15A-1331.  Authorized sentences; conviction. 36

his guilt has been established is not covered by that Article.  a capital offense, or unless 40

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(2) Each known victim of the crime has been notified of the motion for 1 
probation by subpoena or certified mail and has been given an 2 
opportunity to be heard. 3 

(3) The defendant has not been convicted of any felony or of any  4 
misdemeanor involving moral turpitude. 5 

(4) The defendant has not previously been placed on probation and so 6 
states under oath. 7 

(5) The defendant is unlikely to commit another offense punishable by a 8 
term of imprisonment greater than 30 days. 9 

 (a1)  Deferred Prosecution. – A person who has been charged with a Class H or I 10 
felony or a misdemeanor may be placed on probation as provided in this Article on 11 
motion of the defendant and the prosecutor if the court finds each of the following facts: 12 

(1) Prosecution has been deferred by the prosecutor pursuant to written 13 
agreement with the defendant, with the approval of the court, for the 14 
purpose of allowing the defendant to demonstrate his good conduct. 15 

(2) Each known victim of the crime has been notified of the motion for 16 
probation by subpoena or certified mail and has been given an 17 
opportunity to be heard. 18 

(3) The defendant has not been convicted of any felony or of any 19 
misdemeanor involving moral turpitude. 20 

(4) The defendant has not previously been placed on probation and so 21 
states under oath. 22 

(5) The defendant is unlikely to commit another offense other than a Class 23 
3 misdemeanor. 24 

(b) Supervised and Unsupervised Probation. – The court may place a person on 25 
supervised or unsupervised probation. A person on unsupervised probation is subject to 26 
all incidents of probation except supervision by or assignment to a probation officer. 27 

(c) Election to Serve Sentence or Be Tried on Charges. – Any person placed on 28 
probation may at any time during the probationary period elect to serve his suspended 29 
sentence of imprisonment in lieu of the remainder of his probation. Any person placed 30 
on probation upon deferral of prosecution may at any time during the probationary 31 
period elect to be tried upon the charges deferred in lieu of remaining on probation." 32 

Sec. 16.  G.S. 15A-1343(b1) reads as rewritten: 33 
"(b1) Special Conditions. – In addition to the regular conditions of probation 34 

specified in subsection (b), the court may, as a condition of probation, require that 35 
during the probation the defendant comply with one or more of the following special 36

(1) Undergo available medical or psychiatric treatment and remain in a 38 
specified institution if required for that purpose. 39 

(2) Attend or reside in a facility providing rehabilitation, counseling, 40 
treatment, social skills or employment training, instruction, recreation, 41 
or residence for persons on probation. 42 

(2a) Submit to a period of imprisonment in a facility for youthful offenders 43 
for a minimum of 90 days or a maximum of 120 days under special 44 
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probation, reference G.S. 15A-1351(a) or G.S. 15A-1344(e), and abide 1 
by all rules and regulations as provided in conjunction with the 2 
Intensive Motivational Program of Alternative Correctional Treatment 3 
(IMPACT), which provides an atmosphere for learning personal 4 
confidence, personal responsibility, self-respect, and respect for 5 
attitudes and value systems. 6 

(3) Submit to imprisonment required for special probation under G.S. 7 
15A-1351(a) or G.S. 15A-1344(e). 8 

(3a) Remain in one or more specified places for a specified period or 9 
periods each day, and wear a device which permits his compliance 10 
with the condition to be monitored electronically. 11 

(3b) Submit to supervision by officers assigned to the Intensive Probation 12 
Program established pursuant to G.S. 143B-262(c), and abide by the 13 
rules and regulations adopted for that Program. 14 

(4) Surrender his driver's license to the clerk of superior court, and not 15 
operate a motor vehicle for a period specified by the court. 16 

(5) Compensate the Department of Environment, Health, and Natural 17 
Resources or the North Carolina Wildlife Resources Commission, as 18 
the case may be, for the replacement costs of any marine and estuarine 19 
resources or any wildlife resources which were taken, injured, 20 
removed, harmfully altered, damaged or destroyed as a result of a 21 
criminal offense of which the defendant was convicted. If any 22 
investigation is required by officers or agents of the Department of 23 
Environment, Health, and Natural Resources or the Wildlife Resources 24 
Commission in determining the extent of the destruction of resources 25 
involved, the court may include compensation of the agency for 26 
investigative costs as a condition of probation. This subdivision does 27 
not apply in any case governed by G.S. 143-215.3(a)(7). 28 

(6) Perform community or reparation service and pay any fee required by 29 
law or ordered by the court for participation in the community or 30 
reparation service program. 31 

(7) Submit at reasonable times to warrantless searches by a probation 32 
officer of his person and of his vehicle and premises while he is 33 
present, for purposes specified by the court and reasonably related to 34 
his probation supervision, but the probationer may not be required to 35 
submit to any other search that would otherwise be unlawful. 36 
Whenever the warrantless search consists of testing for the presence of 37 
illegal drugs, the probationer may also be required to reimburse the 38 
Department of Correction for the actual cost of drug screening and 39 
drug testing, if the results are positive. 40 

(8) Not use, possess, or control any illegal drug or controlled substance 41 
unless it has been prescribed for him by a licensed physician and is in 42 
the original container with the prescription number affixed on it; not 43 
knowingly associate with any known or previously convicted users, 44 
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possessors or sellers of any such illegal drugs or controlled substances; 1 
and not knowingly be present at or frequent any place where such 2 
illegal drugs or controlled substances are sold, kept, or used. 3 

(8a) Purchase the least expensive annual statewide license or combination 4 
of licenses to hunt, trap, or fish listed in G.S. 113-270.2, 113-270.3, 5 
113-270.5, 113-271, 113-272, and 113-272.2 that would be required to 6 
engage lawfully in the specific activity or activities in which the 7 
defendant was engaged and which constitute the basis of the offense or 8 
offenses of which he was convicted. 9 

(9) If the offense is one in which there is evidence of physical, mental or 10 
sexual abuse of a minor, the court should encourage the minor and the 11 
minor's parents or custodians to participate in rehabilitative treatment 12 
and may order the defendant to pay the cost of such treatment. 13 

(10) Satisfy any other conditions determined by the court to be reasonably 14 
related to his rehabilitation." 15

"§ 15A-1343.1.  Criteria for selection and sentencing to IMPACT. 17 

The criteria for selecting and sentencing youthful offenders to the Intensive 18 
Motivational Program of Alternative Correctional Treatment as provided under G.S. 19 
15A-1343(b1)(2a) shall be as follows: 20 

(1) The offender must be between the ages of 16 and 25; 21 
(2) The offender must be convicted of an offense punishable by a prison 22 

sentence of one year or more; a Class 1 misdemeanor or a felony. 23 
(3) The offender must submit to a medical evaluation by a physician 24 

approved by his probation or parole officer and must be certified by 25 
the physician to be medically fit for program participation; 26 

(4) The offender must not previously have served an active sentence in 27 
excess of 120 days for an offense not subject to Article 81B of this 28 
Chapter or of 30 days for an offense subject to Article 81B of this 29

(a) Authority to Alter or Revoke. – Except as provided in subsection (b), 33 
probation may be reduced, terminated, continued, extended, modified, or revoked by 34 
any judge entitled to sit in the court which imposed probation and who is resident or 35 
presiding in the district court district as defined in G.S. 7A-133 or superior court district 36 
or set of districts as defined in G.S. 7A-41.1, as the case may be, where the sentence of 37 
probation was imposed, where the probationer violates probation, or where the 38 
probationer resides. The district attorney of the prosecutorial district as defined in G.S. 39

– When a judge reduces, terminates, extends, modifies, or 5 
revokes probation outside the county where the judgment was entered, the clerk must 6 
send a copy of the order and any other records to the court where probation was 7 
originally imposed. A court on its own motion may return the probationer to the district 8 
court district as defined in G.S. 7A-133 or superior court district or set of districts as 9 
defined in G.S. 7A-41.1, as the case may be, where probation was imposed or where the 10 
probationer resides for reduction, termination, continuation, extension, modification, or 11 
revocation of probation.

The probation 23 
period shall be tolled if the probationer shall have pending against him criminal charges 24 
in any court of competent jurisdiction, which, upon conviction, could result in 25 
revocation proceedings against him for violation of the terms of this probation.

(2) The court finds that the State has made reasonable effort to  notify the 41 
probationer and to conduct the hearing earlier."

Except for probationary sentences 21 
of impaired driving under G.S. 20-138.1, the The total of all periods of confinement 22 
imposed as an incident of special probation, but not including an activated suspended 23 
sentence, may not exceed six months or one fourth the maximum penalty allowed by 24 
law sentence of imprisonment imposed for the offense, whichever is less, and no 25 
confinement other than an activated suspended sentence may be required beyond two 26 
years of conviction. For probationary sentences for impaired driving under G.S. 20-27 
138.1, the total of all periods of confinement imposed as an incident of special 28 
probation, but not including an activated suspended sentence, may not exceed one-29 
fourth the maximum penalty allowed by law.  In imposing a sentence of special 30 
probation, the judge may credit any time spent committed or confined, as a result of the 31 
charge, to either the suspended sentence  or to the imprisonment required for special 32 
probation. The period of probation, including the period of imprisonment required for 33 
special probation, may not exceed five years. The court may revoke, modify, or 34 
terminate special probation as otherwise provided for probationary sentences. 35 

(b) Sentencing of a person convicted of a felony that occurred on or after the 36 
effective date of Article 81A of this Chapter is subject  to that Article; a minimum term 37 
of imprisonment shall not be imposed on such a person. Sentencing of a person 38 
convicted of a felony or of a misdemeanor other than impaired driving under G.S. 20-39 
138.1 that occurred on or after the effective date of Article 81B is subject to that article.

This Article is applicable to all prisoners serving sentences of imprisonment for 43

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felons, and Class C felons who receive a sentence of life imprisonment, who are not 1 
subject to Article 85A of this Chapter." 2

"§ 15A-1371. Parole eligibility, consideration, and refusal. 4 

(a) Eligibility. – Unless his sentence includes a minimum sentence, a prisoner 5 
serving a term other than one included in a sentence of special probation imposed under 6 
authority of this Subchapter is eligible for release on parole at any time. A prisoner 7 
whose sentence includes a minimum term of imprisonment imposed under authority of 8 
this Subchapter is eligible for release on parole only upon completion of the service of 9 
that minimum term or one fifth of the maximum penalty allowed by law for the offense 10 
for which the prisoner is sentenced, whichever is less, less any credit allowed under 11 
G.S. 15A-1355(c) and Article 19A of Chapter 15 of the General Statutes. Under this 12 
section, when the maximum allowed by law for the offense is life imprisonment, one 13 
fifth of the maximum is calculated as 20 years. 14 

(a1) A prisoner serving a term of life imprisonment with no minimum term is 15 
eligible for parole after serving 20 years. This subsection applies to offenses committed 16 
on and after July 1, 1981. 17 

(b) Consideration for Parole. – The Parole Commission must consider the 18 
desirability of parole for each person sentenced as a felon for a maximum term of 18 19 
months or longer: 20 

(1) Within the period of 90 days prior to his eligibility for parole, if he is 21 
ineligible for parole until he has served more than a year; 22 

(2) Within the period of 90 days prior to the expiration of the first year of 23 
the sentence, if he is eligible for parole at any time. Whenever the 24 
Parole Commission will be considering for parole a prisoner who, if 25 
released, would have served less than half of the maximum term of his 26 
sentence, the Commission must notify the prisoner and the district 27 
attorney of the district where the prisoner was convicted at least 30 28 
days in advance of considering the parole. If the district attorney 29 
makes a written request in such cases, the Commission must publicly 30 
conduct its consideration of parole. Following its consideration, the 31 
Commission must give the prisoner written notice of its decision. If 32 
parole is denied, the Commission must consider its decision while the 33 
prisoner is eligible for parole at least once a year until parole is granted 34 
and must give the prisoner written notice of its decision at least once a 35 
year; or 36 

(3) Whenever the Parole Commission will be considering for parole a 37 
prisoner convicted of first- or second-degree murder, first-degree rape, 38 
or first-degree sexual offense, the Commission must notify, at least 30 39 
days in advance of considering the parole, by first class mail at the last 40 
known address: 41 
a. The prisoner; 42 
b. The district attorney of the district where the prisoner was 43 

convicted; 44 
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c. The head of the law enforcement agency that arrested the 1 
prisoner, if the head of the agency has requested in writing that 2 
he be notified; 3 

d. Any of the victim's immediate family members who have 4 
requested in writing to be notified; and 5 

e. The victim, in cases of first-degree rape or first-degree sexual 6 
offense, if the victim has requested in writing to be notified. 7 

  The Parole Commission must consider any information provided 8 
by any such parties before consideration of parole.  The Commission 9 
must also give the district attorney, the head of the law enforcement 10 
agency who has requested in writing to be notified, the victim, or any 11 
member of the victim's immediate family who has requested to be 12 
notified, written notice of its decision within 10 days of that decision. 13 

(c) Statement of Reasons for Release before Minimum. – If parole is granted 14 
before the expiration of a minimum period of imprisonment imposed by the court under 15 
G.S. 15A-1351(b) or recommended by the court under G.S. 15A-1351(d), the 16 
Commission must state in writing the reasons why the imposed or recommended 17 
minimum was not followed.  18 

(d) Criteria. – The Parole Commission may refuse to release on parole a prisoner 19 
it is considering for parole if it believes: 20 

(1) There is a substantial risk that he will not conform to reasonable 21 
conditions of parole; or 22 

(2) His release at that time would unduly depreciate the seriousness of his 23 
crime or promote disrespect for law; or 24 

(3) His continued correctional treatment, medical care, or vocational or 25 
other training in the institution will substantially enhance his capacity 26 
to lead a law-abiding life if he is released at a later date; or 27 

(4) There is a substantial risk that he would engage in further criminal 28 
conduct. 29 

(e) Refusal of Parole. – A prisoner who has been granted parole may elect to 30 
refuse parole and to serve the remainder of his term of imprisonment. 31 

(f) Mandatory Parole at End of Felony Term. – No later than six months prior to 32 
completion of his maximum term, the Parole Commission must parole every person 33 
convicted of a felony and sentenced to a maximum term of not less than 18 months of 34 
imprisonment, unless: 35 

(1) The person is to serve a period of probation following his 36 
imprisonment; 37 

(2) The person has been reimprisoned following parole as provided in 38 
G.S. 15A-1373(e); or 39 

(3) The Parole Commission finds facts demonstrating a strong likelihood 40 
that the health or safety of the person or public would be endangered 41 
by his release at that time. 42 

(g) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (a), a prisoner serving a 43 
sentence of not less than 30 days nor as great as 18 months for a felony or a 44 
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misdemeanor impaired driving may be released on parole when he completes service of 1 
one-third of his maximum sentence unless the Parole Commission finds in writing that: 2 

(1) There is a substantial risk that he will not conform to reasonable 3 
conditions of parole; or 4 

(2) His release at that time would unduly depreciate the seriousness of his 5 
crime or promote disrespect for law; or 6 

(3) His continued correctional treatment, medical care, or vocational or 7 
other training in the institution will substantially enhance his capacity 8 
to lead a law-abiding life if he is released at a later date; or 9 

(4) There is a substantial risk that he would engage in further criminal 10 
conduct. 11 

If a prisoner is released on parole by operation of this subsection, the term of parole 12 
is the unserved portion of the sentence to imprisonment, and the conditions of parole, 13 
unless otherwise specified by the Parole Commission, are those authorized in G.S. 15A-14 
1374(b)(4) through (10). 15 

In order that the Parole Commission may have an adequate opportunity to make a 16 
determination whether parole under this section should be denied, no prisoner eligible 17 
for parole under this  section subsection shall be released from confinement prior to the 18 
fifth full working day after he shall have been placed in the custody of the Secretary of 19 
Correction or the custodian of a local confinement facility. 20 
 (h) Community Service Parole. – Notwithstanding the provisions of any other 21 
subsection herein, certain prisoners specified herein shall be eligible for community 22 
service parole, in the discretion of the Parole Commission. 23 

Community service parole is early parole for the purpose of participation in a 24 
program of community service under the supervision of a probation/parole officer.  A 25 
parolee who is paroled under this subsection must perform as a condition of parole 26 
community service in an amount and over a period of time to be determined by the 27 
Parole Commission.  However, the total amount of community service shall not exceed 28 
an amount equal to 32 hours for each month of active service remaining in his minimum 29 
sentence (if he was sentenced prior to July 1, 1981), or 32 hours for each month of 30 
active service in one-half of his sentence imposed under G.S. 15A-1340.4.  The Parole 31 
Commission may grant early parole under this section without requiring the 32 
performance of community service if it determines that such performance is 33 
inappropriate to a particular case. 34 

The probation/parole officer and the community service coordinator shall develop a 35 
program of community service for the parolee. The community service coordinator shall 36 
report any willful failure to perform community service work to the probation/parole 37 
officer. Parole may be revoked for any parolee who willfully fails to perform 38 
community service work as directed by a community service coordinator. The 39 
provisions of G.S. 15A-1376 shall apply to this violation of a condition of parole. 40 

Community service parole eligibility shall be available to a prisoner: 41 
(1)  Who is serving an active sentence the term of which exceeds six 42 

months; and 43 
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(2)  Who, in the opinion of the Parole Commission, is unlikely to engage in 1 
further criminal conduct; and 2 

(3)  Who agrees to complete service of his sentence as herein specified; 3 
and 4 

(4)  Who has served one-half of his minimum sentence (if he was 5 
sentenced prior to July 1, 1981), or one-fourth of a sentence imposed 6 
under G.S. 15A-1340.4. 7 

No prisoner convicted under Article 7A of Chapter 14 of a sex offense, under G.S. 8 
14-39, 14-41, or 14-43.3, or under G.S. 90-95(h) of a drug trafficking offense 9 
shall be eligible for community service parole. 10 

In computing the service requirements of subdivision (4) of this subsection, credit 11 
shall be given for good time and gain time credit earned pursuant to G.S. 148-13. 12 
Nothing herein is intended to create or shall be construed to create a right or entitlement 13 
to community service parole in any prisoner. 14 

(i) A fee of one hundred dollars ($100.00) shall be paid by all persons who 15 
participate in the Community Service Parole Program. That fee must be paid to the clerk 16 
of court in the county in which the parolee is released. The fee must be paid in full 17 
within two weeks unless the Parole Commission, upon a showing of hardship by the 18 
person, allows him additional time to pay the fee. The parolee may not be required to 19 
pay the fee before he begins the community service unless the Parole Commission 20 
specifically orders that he do so. Fees collected under this subsection shall be deposited 21 
in the General Fund. The fee imposed under this section may be paid as prescribed by 22 
the supervising parole officer. 23 

(j) The Parole Commission may terminate a prisoner's community service parole 24 
before the expiration of the term of imprisonment where doing so will not endanger the 25 
public, unduly depreciate the seriousness of the crime, or promote disrespect for the 26 
law." 27

– The Parole Commission is authorized simultaneously 3 
to parole and terminate supervision of a prisoner when such prisoner has less than 180 4 
days remaining on his maximum sentence, and when the Commission finds that such 5 
action will not be incompatible with the public interest. When the Parole Commission 6 
finds that such action will not be incompatible with the public interest, the Commission 7 
is also authorized: 8 

(1) Simultaneously to parole and terminate supervision of a prisoner; 9 
(2) To parole a prisoner on the condition that he be placed under house 10 

arrest; or 11 
(3) To parole a prisoner but continue to supervise the prisoner for a period 12 

to be determined by the Commission; 13 
when the prisoner is imprisoned only for a misdemeanor, except those persons 14 
convicted under G.S. 20-138.1 of driving while impaired or any offense involving 15 
impaired driving." 16 

Sec. 24.  Article 85A of Chapter 15A of the General Statutes, Parole of 17

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'trafficking in methaqualone' and if the quantity of such substance or 1

including heroin, or any mixture containing such substance, shall be 3 
guilty of a felony which felony shall be known as 'trafficking in opium 4 
or heroin' and if the quantity of such controlled substance or mixture 5

a. Is four grams or more, but less than 14 grams, such person shall 7 

be punished as a Class F felon and shall be sentenced to a 8 
minimum term of at least 14 years 70 months in the State's 9 
prison and shall be fined not less than fifty thousand dollars 10 
($50,000); 11 

b. Is 14 grams or more, but less than 28 grams, such person shall 12 
be punished as a Class E felon and shall be sentenced to a 13

c. Is 28 grams or more, such person shall be punished as a Class C 17 
felon and shall be sentenced to a minimum term of at least 45 18 
years 225 months in the State's prison and shall be fined not less 19 
than five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000).

 (4a) Any person who sells, manufactures, delivers, transports, or 21 
possesses 100 tablets, capsules, or other dosage units, or the 22 
equivalent quantity, or more, of Lysergic Acid Diethylamide, or any 23 
mixture containing such substance, shall be guilty of a felony, which 24 
felony shall be known as 'trafficking in Lysergic Acid Diethylamide'.  25 
If the quantity of such substance or mixture involved: 26 

a. Is 100 or more dosage units, or equivalent quantity, but less 27 
than 500 dosage units, or equivalent quantity, such person shall 28 
be punished as a Class G felon and shall be sentenced to a 29 
minimum term of at least seven years 35 months in the State's 30 
prison and shall be fined not less than twenty-five thousand 31

Gain time credit may be granted for meritorious conduct and shall be granted 7 
for performance of regular work and regular participation in study, training, work 8 
release, and other rehabilitative programs inside or outside the prison or jail. Gain time 9 
credit earned pursuant to regulations issued under this subsection shall not be subject to 10 
forfeiture for misconduct. Gain time shall be administered to qualified prisoners as 11

the rate of four days per month. 25 

(3) Gain Time III. In addition to the good behavior credit authorized by 26 
G.S. 15A-1340.7, prisoners who perform work assignments requiring 27 
special skills or special responsibilities and requiring at least six hours 28 
of actual work per day, prisoners who perform in full-time work 29 
release programs, and prisoners who participate in full-time study, 30 
training, or other rehabilitative programs shall receive gain time credit 31 
at the rate of six days per month. 32 

The Secretary of Correction may, in his discretion, grant gain time credit at a rate 33 
greater than the rates specified in this subsection for meritorious conduct or emergency 34 
work performed, provided, however, that gain time granted for emergency work 35 
performed shall not exceed 30 days per month, nor shall gain time granted for 36 
meritorious conduct exceed 30 days for each act of meritorious conduct. 37 

(e) The Secretary's regulations concerning time deductions authorized by this 38 
section and his regulations concerning prisoner conduct issued pursuant to G.S. 15A-39 
1340.7 shall be distributed to and followed by local jail administrators with regard to 40 
sentenced jail prisoners. 41 

(f) The provisions of this section do not apply to persons sentenced to a term of 42 
special probation under G.S. 15A-1344(e) or G.S. 15A-1351(a) or to persons convicted 43 
pursuant to G.S. 130A-25 of failing to obtain the treatment required by Part 3 or Part 5 44

(a) The Department of Correction shall pay each local confinement facility a 5 
standard sum set by the General Assembly in its appropriation acts at a per day, per 6 
inmate rate, for the cost of providing food, clothing, personal items, supervision and 7 
necessary ordinary medical services to those inmates committed to the custody of the 8 
local confinement facility to serve sentences of 30 days or more.  This reimbursement 9 
shall not include any period of detention prior to actual commitment by the sentencing 10 
court.  The Department shall also pay to the local confinement facility extraordinary 11 
medical expenses incurred for the inmates, defined as follows: 12 

(1) Medical expenses incurred as a result of providing health care to an 13 
inmate as an inpatient (hospitalized); 14 

(2) Other medical expenses when the total cost exceeds thirty-five dollars 15 
($35.00) per occurrence or illness as a result of providing health care 16 
to an inmate as an outpatient (nonhospitalized); and 17 

(3) Cost of replacement of eyeglasses and dental prosthetic devices if 18 
those eyeglasses or devices are broken while the inmate is 19 
incarcerated, provided the inmate was using the eyeglasses or devices 20 
at the time of his commitment and then only if prior written consent of 21 
the Department is obtained by the local facility. 22 

(b) In the event that the custodian of the local confinement facility certifies in 23 
writing to the clerk of the superior court in the county in which said local confinement 24 
facility is located that the local confinement facility is filled to capacity, or that the 25 
facility cannot reasonably accommodate any more prisoners due to segregation 26 
requirements for particular prisoners, or that the custodian anticipates, in light of local 27 
experiences, an influx of temporary prisoners at that time, or if the local confinement 28 
facility does not meet the minimum standards published pursuant to G.S. 153A-221, any 29 
judge of the district court in the district court district as defined in G.S. 7A-133 where 30 
the facility is located, or any superior court judge who has jurisdiction pursuant to G.S. 31 
7A-47.1 or 7A-48 in a district or set of districts as defined in G.S. 7A-41.1 where the 32 
facility is located may order that the prisoner be transferred to any other qualified local 33 
confinement facility within that district or within another such district where space is 34 
available, including a satellite jail unit operated pursuant to G.S. 153A-230.3 if the 35 
prisoner is a non-violent misdemeanant, which local facility shall accept the transferred 36 
prisoner, if the prison population has exceeded the limits established in G.S. 148-4.1(d).  37 
If no such local confinement facility is available, then any such judge may order the 38 
prisoner transferred to such camp or facility as the proper authorities of the Department 39 
of Correction shall designate, notwithstanding that the term of imprisonment of the 40 
prisoner is 180 days or less.  In no event, however, shall a prisoner whose term of 41 
imprisonment is less than 30 days be assigned or ordered transferred to any such camp 42 
or facility. 43 
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(c) When a prisoner sentenced for a conviction of impaired driving under G.S. 1 
20-138.1 is assigned to a local confinement facility pursuant to this section, the clerk of 2 
the superior court in the county in which the sentence was imposed shall immediately 3 
forward a copy of the commitment order to the Parole Commission so that the prisoner 4 
will be eligible for parole pursuant to G.S. 15A-1371. 5 

(d) When a prisoner serving a sentence of 30 days or more in a local confinement 6 
facility is placed on work release pursuant to a recommendation of the sentencing court, 7 
the custodian of the facility shall forward the prisoner's work-release earnings to the 8 
Department of Correction, which shall disburse the earnings as determined under G.S. 9 
148-33.1(f). When a prisoner serving a sentence of 30 days or more in a local 10 
confinement facility is placed on work release pursuant to an order of the sentencing 11 
court, the custodian of the facility shall forward the prisoner's work-release earnings to 12 
the clerk of the court that sentenced the prisoner or to the Department of Correction, as 13 
provided in the prisoner's commitment order. The clerk or the Department, as 14 
appropriate, shall disburse the earnings as provided in the prisoner's commitment order. 15 
Upon agreement between the Department of Correction and the custodian of the local 16 
confinement facility, however, the clerk may disburse to the local confinement facility 17 
the amount of the earnings to be paid for the cost of the prisoner's keep, and that amount 18 
shall be set off against the reimbursement to be paid by the Department to the local 19 
confinement facility pursuant to G.S. 148-32.1(a). 20 

(e) Upon entry of a prisoner serving a sentence of imprisonment for impaired 21 
driving under G.S. 20-138.1 into a local confinement facility pursuant to this section, 22 
the custodian of the local confinement facility shall forward to the Parole Commission 23 
information pertaining to the prisoner so as to make him eligible for parole 24 
consideration pursuant to G.S. 15A-1371. Such information shall include date of 25 
incarceration, jail credit, and such other information as may be required by the Parole 26 
Commission. The Parole Commission shall approve a form upon which the custodian 27 
shall furnish this information, which form will be provided to the custodian by the 28 
Department of Correction." 29
