HOUSE BILL 793

AN ACT TO ALLOW NORTH CAROLINA AMATEUR SPORTS TO USE STATE
TRUCKS AND VANS FOR THE STATE GAMES OF NORTH CAROLINA.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. (a) Notwithstanding G.S. 14-247 and G.S. 143-341(8)i., the
Department of Administration may allow North Carolina Amateur Sports to have the
use of State trucks and vans for the 1993 and 1994 State Games of North Carolina, but
only during the months of June 1993 and June 1994.

The Department of Administration need not make any charge for use of
vehicles under this act. The Department may require North Carolina Amateur Sports to
pay the cost of fuel.

North Carolina Amateur Sports shall submit to the Department of
Administration a list of the purposes for which the vehicles are to be used, which list is
subject to approval by the Department of Administration.

(b)  The State of North Carolina shall incur no liability for any damages
resulting from use of vehicles under this act, and North Carolina Amateur Sports shall
carry liability insurance of not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000) covering each
vehicle while in its use.

Sec. 2. This act is effective upon ratification.

In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 27th day of
May, 1993.
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
