A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS TO THE DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE
TO PROMOTE UNIFORMITY IN GRAIN GRADING PRACTICES.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Department of
Agriculture the sum of eighty thousand dollars ($80,000) for the 1994-95 fiscal year, to
be used to promote uniformity in the grading of grain by providing voluntary training
programs for persons who grade grain in the course of purchasing grain or receiving
grain for storage.

Sec. 2. This act becomes effective July 1, 1994.
