COURT JUDGES. 3 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

Section 1.  G.S. 7A-52(b) reads as rewritten: 5 
"(b) In addition to the compensation or retirement allowance he would otherwise 6 

be entitled to receive by law, each emergency judge of the district or superior court who 7 
is assigned to temporary active service by the Chief Justice shall be paid by the State his 8 
actual expenses, plus one hundred fifty dollars ($150.00) two hundred dollars ($200.00) 9 
for each day of active service rendered upon recall. recall and each emergency judge of 10 
the superior court who is assigned to temporary active service by the Chief Justice shall 11 
be paid by the State his expenses, plus three hundred dollars ($300.00) for each day of 12 
active service rendered upon recall.  No recalled retired trial judge shall receive from 13 
the State total annual compensation for judicial services in excess of that received by an 14 
active judge of the bench to which the judge is recalled." 15 

Sec. 2.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Administrative 16 
Office of the Courts the sum of one hundred forty thousand six hundred sixty-seven 17 
dollars ($140,667) for the 1993-94 fiscal year and the sum of one hundred forty-seven 18 
thousand five hundred dollars ($147,500) for the 1994-95 fiscal year to implement this 19 
act. 20 

Sec. 3.  This act becomes effective July 1, 1993. 21
