Whereas, the children have followed the bill through committee, writing letters 12 
to legislators and others across the State in support of the bill; and 13 

Whereas, this project has become schoolwide, allowing all the children at the 14 
school to become active in lobbying for the bill's passage; and 15 

Whereas, this project has not only allowed the children to learn about 16 
government but also has allowed them to actively participate in government at an early 17
