Franklin, Greene, Halifax, Harnett, Haywood, Iredell, Jackson, Johnston, Lee, Macon, 8 
Madison, Martin, Moore, Nash, Orange, Pasquotank, Pender, Randolph, Richmond, 9 
Rowan, Sampson, Scotland, Stanly, Union, Wake, and Watauga Counties." 10
