AN ACT TO ALLOW THE TOWN OF BEECH MOUNTAIN TO MAKE STREET
ASSESSMENTS WITHOUT FIRST RECEIVING A PETITION.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. The Charter of the Town of Beech Mountain, being Chapter 246
of the Session Laws of 1981, is amended by adding a new Article to read:
"ARTICLE X.
"ASSESSMENTS.
"Sec. 10.1.(a) The provisions of G.S. 160A-217 do not apply to the Town of Beech
Mountain as to special assessments for street improvements.
(b)  This section does not affect the applicability to the Town of Beech Mountain
of other provisions of Article 10 of Chapter 160A of the General Statutes."
Sec. 2. This act is effective upon ratification.
In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 31st day of
May, 1995.
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
