BILL SUMMARY:  The proposed act creates a new type of fishing license 
that will be available only in Transylvania County.  The license is a 
Controlled Access Community Fishing License.  The license can be 
obtained by a property owners association that controls all legal 
access to a body of water that is within a planned community and is 
owned, leased, or maintained by the association.  The license will 
authorize residents of the planned community and their guest to fish in 
the body of water that is controlled by the association.  The fee for 
the license is $300.00.
