IN HIS OR HER OWN HOME OR PLACE OF BUSINESS." Amends G.S.
14-425.1 as title indicates. Currently, the prohibition expires
five years after later of conviction, unconditional discharge from
prison, or termination of suspended sentence, probation, or
parole.
