HOUSE BILL 1610

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY OF NEW BERN TO CONVEY CERTAIN
PROPERTY AT PRIVATE SALE.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. Notwithstanding Article 12 of Chapter 160A of the General
Statutes, the City of New Bern may convey to the New Bern Area Improvements
Association, Inc. by private sale, with or without monetary consideration, any or all of
its right, title, and interest in the following described property: The property at the
corner of Cedar Street and Bern Street in the City of New Bern, known as the Cedar
Street Recreation Center.

The New Bern Area Improvements Association, Inc. is the successor to the
lessor of the facility who has leased the property and operated it as a community center
for nearly 20 years.

Section 2. This act is effective when it becomes law.

In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 6th day of July,
1998.
