AN ACT TO ELIMINATE THE ONE-DOLLAR FEE FOR MAIL-IN VEHICLE

REGISTRATION.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. G.S. 20-85.1 reads as rewritten:

"8 20-85.1. Registration by mail; one-day title service; fees.

(a)  The owner of a vehicle reglstered in North Carolina may renew that vehicle
reg1strat10n by mail. ce-an ndlingfee per—vehtele e
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(b) The Commissioner and the employees of the Division designated by the
Commissioner may prepare and deliver upon request a certificate of title, charging a fee
of fifty dollars ($50.00) for one-day title service, in lieu of the title fee required by G.S.
20-85(a). The fee for one-day title service must be paid by cash or by certified check.
The fee collected under this subsection shall be credited to the Highway Trust Fund.

Section 2 This act becomes effectlve December 1, 1997
