A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE UNION COUNTY TO SELL LAND THAT IS
CURRENTLY USED FOR COMMUNITY COLLEGE PURPOSES AND USE THE
PROCEEDS FOR COMMUNITY COLLEGE CAPITAL EXPENDITURES.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, Union County may sell
up to two acres of land that is currently used for community college purposes. Union
County shall use the proceeds of the sale only for community college capital expenditures
in Union County. The proceeds of the sale that are used for this purpose shall not be
considered non-State matching funds pursuant to G.S. 115D-31 for purposes of future
grants.

Section 2. This act is effective when it becomes law.
