RATIFIED BILL

AN ACT RELATING TO THE STATE EMPLOYEES COMBINED CAMPAIGN.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. G.S. 143-340 is amended by adding a new subdivision to read:

"(26) To establish the State Employees Combined Campaign in the
Department of Administration to allow State employees the
opportunity to contribute to charitable nonpartisan organizations in an
orderly and uniform process, with the authority to adopt all rules
necessary to implement the campaign."

Section 2.(a) Any rule pertaining to the State Employees Combined
Campaign adopted prior to the effective date of this act is ratified and affirmed.

Section 2.(b) This act constitutes a recent act of the General Assembly within
the meaning of G.S. 150B-21.1. The Secretary of Administration may adopt temporary
rules to implement the provisions of G.S. 143-340(26), as amended by Section 1 of this
act.

Section 3. This act is effective when it becomes law and applies to any rule-
making proceeding initiated by the Department of Administration for the State
Employees Combined Campaign before that date.

In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 23rd day of
