Section 2.  The district court judgeships established for District 7A by Section 10 
1 of this act shall be filled by the district court judges from current District 7 who reside 11 
in Nash County.  The terms  of two of the judges residing in Nash County  expire the first 12 
Monday in December of 2000.  Those judges' successors shall be elected in the 2000 13 
election. The terms of one of the judges residing in Nash County  expires the first 14 
Monday in December of 2002.  That judge's successor shall be elected in the 2002 15 
election. 16 

Section 3.  The district court judgeships established for District 7B by Section 17 
1 of this act shall be filled by the district court judges from current District 7 who reside 18 
in Edgecombe and Wilson Counties.  The terms of two of the judges residing in 19 
Edgecombe and one of the judges residing in Wilson County expire the first Monday in 20 
December of 2000.  Those judges' successors shall be elected in the 2000 election.  The 21 
term of one of the judges residing in Edgecombe County expires the first Monday in 22 
December of 2002.  That judge's successor shall be elected in the 2002 election. 23 

Section 4.  G.S. 7A-60(a1) reads as rewritten: 24 
"(a1) The counties of the State are organized into prosecutorial districts, and each 25 

district has the counties and the number of full-time assistant district attorneys set forth in 26

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Section 5.  The district attorney position established for District 7B by Section 1 
4 of this act shall be filled by the district attorney from current District 7 who resides in 2 
Edgecombe County.  The district attorney position established for District 7A by Section 3 
4 of this act shall be filled by appointment by the Governor.  That district attorney's term 4 
expires on December 1, 2000.  A successor shall be elected in the 2000 election. 5 

Section 6.  The six assistant district attorney positions established for District 6 
7A by Section 4 of this act shall be filled by six assistant district attorneys currently 7 
serving Nash County in District 7.  The nine assistant district attorney positions 8 
established for District 7B by Section 4 of this act shall be filled by nine assistant district 9 
attorneys currently serving Edgecombe and Wilson Counties in District 7. 10 

Section 7.  G.S. 7A-69 reads as rewritten: 11 
"§ 7A-69.  Investigatorial assistants. 12 

The district attorney in prosecutorial districts 1, 3B, 4, 6B, 7, 7B, 8, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 13 
15A, 15B, 18, 19B, 20, 21, 24, 25, 26, 27A, 27B, 28, 29, and 30 is entitled to one 14 
investigatorial assistant to be appointed by the district attorney and to serve at his 15 
pleasure. 16 

It shall be the duty of the investigatorial assistant to investigate cases preparatory to 17 
trial and to perform such other duties as may be assigned by the district attorney. The 18 
investigatorial assistant is entitled to reimbursement for his subsistence and travel 19 
expenses to the same extent as State employees generally." 20 

Section 8.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Judicial 21 
Department the sum of two hundred ten thousand dollars ($210,000) for the 1999-2000 22 
fiscal year and the sum of two hundred eighty thousand dollars ($280,000) for the 2000-23 
2001 fiscal year to implement the provisions of this act. 24 

Section 9.  Sections 1 through 3 of this act become effective January 1, 2000, 25 
or the date upon which those sections are approved under Section 5 of the Voting Rights 26 
Act of 1965, whichever is later.  Sections 4 through 8 of this act become effective 27 
January 1, 2000.  The remainder of this act is effective when it becomes law. 28
