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AN ACT TO PROVIDE THAT MEMBERS APPOINTED TO THE CANCER 

CONTROL ADVISORY COMMITTEE FOR INITIAL TWO-YEAR TERMS 
MAY EACH BE REAPPOINTED FOR ONE ADDITIONAL FOUR-YEAR 
TERM. 

 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 
 

Section 1.  Notwithstanding G.S. 130A-33.50(b), members of the Advisory 
Committee on Cancer Coordination and Control appointed in 1993 to serve initial two-
year terms may be reappointed for one additional four-year term commencing upon the 
expiration of the current terms of those members. 

Section 2.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 
In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 1st day of July,
