A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS FOR A VARICELLA VACCINE PROGRAM
FOR CHILDREN.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. There is appropriated from the General Fund to the
Department of Health and Human Services the sum of seven hundred fifty-two thousand
seven hundred sixty-one dollars ($752,761) for the 2001-2002 fiscal year. These funds
shall be used for a varicella vaccine program for children to be administered by the
Immunization Section of the Department.

SECTION 2. This act becomes effective July 1, 2001.
