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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO REALLOCATE THREE MONTHS FROM THE MINIMUM 2 

SENTENCE OF CLASSES B1 THROUGH E TO THE MAXIMUM SENTENCE, 3 
AND TO INCREASE THE PERIOD OF POST-RELEASE SUPERVISION FROM 4 
NINE MONTHS TO TWELVE MONTHS. 5 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 6 
SECTION 1.  G.S. 15A-1340.17(c) reads as rewritten: 7 

"(c) Punishments for Each Class of Offense and Prior Record Level; Punishment 8 
Chart Described. – The authorized punishment for each class of offense and prior record 9 
level is as specified in the chart below. Prior record levels are indicated by the Roman 10 
numerals placed horizontally on the top of the chart. Classes of offense are indicated by 11 
the letters placed vertically on the left side of the chart. Each cell on the chart contains 12 
the following components: 13 

(1) A sentence disposition or dispositions: "C" indicates that a community 14 
punishment is authorized; "I" indicates that an intermediate 15 
punishment is authorized; "A" indicates that an active punishment is 16 
authorized; and "Life Imprisonment Without Parole" indicates that the 17 
defendant shall be imprisoned for the remainder of the prisoner's 18 
natural life. 19 

(2) A presumptive range of minimum durations, if the sentence of 20 
imprisonment is neither aggravated or mitigated; any minimum term of 21 
imprisonment in that range is permitted unless the court finds pursuant 22 
to G.S. 15A-1340.16 that an aggravated or mitigated sentence is 23 
appropriate. The presumptive range is the middle of the three ranges in 24 
the cell. 25 

(3) A mitigated range of minimum durations if the court finds pursuant to 26 
G.S. 15A-1340.16 that a mitigated sentence of imprisonment is 27 
justified; in such a case, any minimum term of imprisonment in the 28 
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mitigated range is permitted. The mitigated range is the lower of the 1 
three ranges in the cell. 2 

(4) An aggravated range of minimum durations if the court finds pursuant 3 
to G.S. 15A-1340.16 that an aggravated sentence of imprisonment is 4 
justified; in such a case, any minimum term of imprisonment in the 5 
aggravated range is permitted. The aggravated range is the higher of 6 
the three ranges in the cell. 7

(e1) Maximum Sentences Specified for Class B1 through Class E Felonies for 42 
Minimum Terms of 340 Months or More. – Unless provided otherwise in a statute 43 
establishing a punishment for a specific crime, when the minimum sentence is 340 44 
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months or more, the corresponding maximum term of imprisonment shall be equal to 1 
the sum of the minimum term of imprisonment and twenty percent (20%) of the 2 
minimum term of imprisonment, rounded to the next highest month, plus nine twelve 3 
additional months." 4 

SECTION 2.  G.S. 15A-1368(a)(5) reads as rewritten: 5 
"(5) Maximum imposed term. – The maximum term of imprisonment 6 

imposed on an individual prisoner by a court judgment, as described in 7 
G.S. 15A-1340.13(c). When a prisoner is serving consecutive prison 8 
terms, the maximum imposed term, for purposes of this Article, is the 9 
sum of all maximum terms imposed in the court judgment or 10 
judgments, less nine 12 months for each of the second and subsequent 11 
sentences imposed for Class B through Class E felonies." 12 

SECTION 3.  G.S. 15A-1368.2 reads as rewritten: 13 
"§ 15A-1368.2.  Post-release supervision eligibility and procedure. 14 

(a) A prisoner to whom this Article applies shall be released from prison for 15 
post-release supervision on the date equivalent to his maximum imposed prison term 16 
less nine 12 months, less any earned time awarded by the Department of Correction or 17 
the custodian of a local confinement facility under G.S. 15A-1340.13(d). If a prisoner 18 
has not been awarded any earned time, the prisoner shall be released for post-release 19 
supervision on the date equivalent to his maximum prison term less nine 12 months. 20 

(b) A prisoner shall not refuse post-release supervision. 21 
(c) A supervisee's period of post-release supervision shall be for a period of nine 22 

12 months, unless the offense is an offense for which registration is required pursuant to 23 
Article 27A of Chapter 14 of the General Statutes. For offenses subject to the 24 
registration requirement of Article 27A of Chapter 14 of the General Statutes, the period 25 
of post-release supervision is five years. The conditions of post-release supervision are 26 
as authorized in G.S. 15A-1368.5. 27 

(d) A supervisee's period of post-release supervision may be reduced while the 28 
supervisee is under supervision by earned time awarded by the Department of 29 
Correction, pursuant to rules adopted in accordance with law. A supervisee is eligible to 30 
receive earned time credit toward the period of supervision for compliance with 31 
reintegrative conditions described in G.S. 15A-1368.5. 32 

(e) Repealed by Session Laws 1997-237, s. 7. 33 
(f) When a supervisee completes the period of post-release supervision, the 34 

sentence or sentences from which the supervisee was placed on post-release supervision 35 
are terminated." 36 

SECTION 4.  This act becomes effective December 1, 2002, and applies to 37 
offenses committed on or after that date. 38
