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AN ACT TO EXEMPT YANCEY COUNTY FROM THE PROVISIONS OF 
CHAPTER 143, ARTICLE 8 OF THE GENERAL STATUTES, FOR PURPOSES 
OF DEVELOPMENT OF A HEALTH CARE FACILITY IN A PUBLIC-PRIVATE 
INITIATIVE. 

 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 

 
SECTION 1.  Yancey County may, for purposes of the development of a 

consolidated health care facility in a public-private initiative involving the county and a 
private health care provider, directly or indirectly, contract for, construct, or acquire title 
to improvements located on real property more particularly described in Deed Book 
451, page 474, Yancey County Registry, and for that project is exempt from the 
provisions of Chapter 143, Article 8 of the General Statutes. 

SECTION 2.  This act applies only to Yancey County and the premises 
described by reference in Section 1 of this act. 

SECTION 3.  This act is effective when it becomes law and expires January 
1, 2008. 

In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 16th day of 
June, 2004. 
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
