SECTION 2.  If House Bill 1414, 2004 Regular Session, becomes law, then 24 
Section 2.2(f) of S.L. 2003-284, as rewritten by Section 2.2.(b) of House Bill 1414, 25 
reads as rewritten: 26 

"SECTION 2.2.(f)  Notwithstanding G.S. 143-15.2 and G.S. 143-15.3A, the State 27 
Controller shall transfer seventy-eight million seven hundred ninety-seven thousand 28 
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three hundred sixty-one dollars ($78,797,361) seventy-six million seven hundred 1 
ninety-seven thousand three hundred sixty-one dollars ($76,797,361) from the 2 
unreserved credit balance to the Repairs and Renovations Reserve Account on June 30, 3 
2004. This subsection becomes effective June 30, 2004." 4
