SECTION 2.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Judicial 12 
Department the sum of forty-four thousand three hundred twenty-seven dollars 13 
($44,327) for the 2006-2007 fiscal year to establish an additional magistrate for 14 
Alamance County. 15 

SECTION 3.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Judicial 16 
Department the sum of forty-three thousand nine hundred eighty-five dollars ($43,985) 17 
for the 2006-2007 fiscal year to establish an additional part-time Judicial Assistant I 18 
position in District Court District 15A. 19 

SECTION 4.  This act becomes effective July 1, 2006. 20
