ALLIANCE AND BY APPROPRIATING FUNDS FOR ADMINISTRATIVE SUPPORT 4 

FOR THE PROCUREMENT ALLIANCE; AND TO ENCOURAGE USE OF THE FARM 5 

TO SCHOOL PROGRAM AND APPROPRIATE FUNDS FOR CHILD NUTRITION 6 

PROGRAM EQUIPMENT TO ENCOURAGE PREPARATION AND CONSUMPTION 7 

OF LOCALLY GROWN FRUITS AND VEGETABLES, AS RECOMMENDED BY THE 8 

HOUSE SELECT COMMITTEE ON CHILDHOOD OBESITY. 9 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 10 

SECTION 1.(a)  The State Board of Education and the Department of Public 11 

Instruction shall work collaboratively with local boards of education and local school 12 

administrative units to (i) reduce food costs through increased participation in the North 13 

Carolina Procurement Alliance and (ii) increase the use of locally grown fresh fruits and 14 

vegetables through increased participation in the Farm to School Program. 15 

SECTION 1.(b)  The State Board of Education and the Department of Public 16 

Instruction shall report on their progress on or before November 1, 2013, to the Joint 17 

Legislative Education Oversight Committee.  18 

SECTION 2.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Department of 19 

Public Instruction the sum of eighty thousand dollars ($80,000) for the 2012-2013 fiscal year to 20 

provide administrative support to the North Carolina Procurement Alliance. 21 

SECTION 3.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Department of 22 

Public Instruction the sum of five hundred seventy-five thousand dollars ($575,000) for the 23 

2012-2013 fiscal year to provide each local school administrative unit with a sum of five 24 

thousand dollars ($5,000) to purchase chopping and slicing devices or other equipment that 25 

would encourage the purchase by child nutrition programs, and consumption by school 26 

children, of locally grown fresh fruits and vegetables.  27 

SECTION 4.  This act becomes effective July 1, 2012. 28
