The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 10 

SECTION 1.  By December 1, 2014, the Department of Health and Human 11 

Services shall study and submit a written report to the Joint Legislative Oversight Committee 12 

on Health and Human Services summarizing its recommendations for extending North 13 

Carolina's Health Care Cost Reduction and Transparency Act of 2013 to additional health care 14 

providers. The report shall identify all of the following: 15 

(1) Recommended categories of additional health care providers that should be 16 

subject to the requirements of the Act. 17 

(2) Recommended data to be collected for the purpose of transparency from 18 

each category of identified health care providers. 19 

(3) Recommended exemptions, if any, from certain requirements of the Act for 20 

each category of identified health care providers. 21 

(4) Recommended effective dates for the applicability of the Act to each 22 

category of identified health care providers. 23 

SECTION 2.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 24 
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
